I employing disabled soldiers

LONDON, Sept. 14.
(Reuter's Ottawa Agency.)—A Roy­

al proclamation requests employers 
of labor to undertake to employ as 
many disabled soldiers a| possible, 
compatible with their easiness, in 
order to prevent lack of employment, 
which would offend the general con­
sistence. The object of the Procla­
mation is to secure the employment 
of a hundred thousand disabled men 
in various branches of Industry. The 
scheme everywhere has met with ap­
proval. Seven hundred thousand 
disabled men are already employed.

Siberia, has been cleared by the Bol­
shevik, according to a wireless report 
from Moscow. It le said the Bolahevlkl 
force» aided by 240,000 Chinese troops 
attacked the White guards.

COMMERCIAL FLYING SERVICE.
CAPE TOWN, S.A., Sept. 14.

(Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—A syn­
dicate is being formed for the de­
velopment of commercial flying In 
gouth Africa, and an attempt will be 
made to run a regular service be­
tween Johannesburg and Pretoria to 
begin with.

SUCCESSFUL FIGHTING.
; OMSK, Sept. *2.

(French Wireless Service.)-^he 
following statement was Issued by 
general headquarters: Stubborn
fighting is going on In the direction of 

’ Lalaurovakin, the sector of the Chin- 
causewat. Our troops are engaged in 
offensive operations in the direction 
of Rourgas, and have occupied the 
station at Pleloukhovo, and are push­
ing the enemy along the railway 
lines along the whole front Our 
troops have captured a great many 
prisoners and an Important amount of 
war material.

TO BE HELD PE RMANENTLY.
WASHINGTON, Sept 18.

Some of the German liners, seised, 
are to be held permanently by the Un­
ited States as part of the annys trans­
port corps, Chief of Staff March to­
day told the House Military Commit­
tee. The President has definitely de­
cided the allocation of the ships, he 
said, but asked to be excused from 
discussing the plan of disposal, which 
will be announced soon.

STULL RAIDING.
TIPPERARY. Sept 14.

Entrance Into the Tipperary Clul) 
was forced this morning by soldiers 
but they found the building unoccupi­
ed.

PREPARIXGJOB PEACE.
LONDON. Sept 18. |

The Government of Letvia has sc-, 
cepted the offer of the Russian Soviet 
Government to begin peace negotia­
tions, according to a Russian wireless 
despatch received from Moscow.

HOSTILE GERMAN ARMY.
PARIS. Sept 14.

A despatch received here from Soe- 
nowlce. In the Govt of Plotek, Poland, 
asserts that a German army, com­
prising a minimum of 206,000 men, Is 
concentrated on the frontier of Silesia, 
ready to be thrown against Poland.

FOB RAILROAD NATIONALIZATION
CLEVELAND, Ohio. Sept 13.

The United Mine Worltys Organiza­
tion to-day endorsed the plumb plan 
for the nationalization of the railroads, 
and also pledged supporters of the 
Miners Organization to secure its en­
actment and invited the railroad 
brotherhoods to Join with them in an 
alliance for Joint action, to be later 
extended into an economic alliance 
with labor organizations In other 
basic Industries. The conventions 
action was almost‘-unanimous.

A GERMAN ARRAIGNMENT.
BERLIN, Sept 11.

Dr. Hugo Preuss, who drafted the 
new German constitution, recently 
promulgated at Weimar, In a state­
ment to-day, severely arraigned the 
demand made by the Peace Conference 
that Germany must amend the con­
stitution so as to prevent Austrian 
representation In Germany's parlia­
mentary affairs. It must emphasize 
first, he said, that this Is not a ques­
tion of law legally. It is clear and sim­
ple. The way in which our opponents 
brought up the matter shows they are 

'following entirely different purposes 
than the clearing up of doubtful legal 
questions. t

A NEW MESSAGE.
LONDON, Sept. 13.

Premier Lloyd George has Issued a 
message to the people of Great Brit­
ain In “the future,” which will be dis­
tributed tree throughout the country 
on-Monday. The Premier says “mill­
ions of gallant young men have fought 
for the new world and hundreds and 
thousands died to establish It. If we 
fall to honor the promise given them 
we dishonor ourselves. What does 
the new world mean. What was the 
old world like? It Was a world where 
toll tor myriads of honest workers, 
men and women, purchased nothing 
better than squalor, penury, anxiety 
and wretchness, a world scarred by 
slums, disgraced by sweating, where 
unemployment, throughout vlctlsslt- 
udes of Industry, brought despair to 
multitudes of humble homes A world 
where side by side with want there 
was waste of the lnexhautlble riches 
of the earth, partly through Ignorance 
and want of forethought, partly 
through entrenched selfishness. If 
we renew the lease of that world we 
■hall betray the heroic deed. We 
shall be guilty of the basest perfidy 
that ever blackened a peoples name. 
Nay, we shall store retribution tor 
ourselves and our children. The old 
world must and will come to an end. 
No effort can shore It up much longer. 
If there are any who are inclined to 
maintain It, let them beware lest It 
fall upon them, and overwhelm them 
and their hoseholds In ruin. It should 
he the sublime duty of all, without 
thought of partisanship, to help in 
the building of the new world, where 
labor shall have its Just reward and 
indolence shall alone suffer want.”

POINCARE AT CAMBRÀL
PARIS, Sept. 15.

(Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)—Presi­
dent Poincare visited Cambrai yester­
day, and was received most enthusi­
astically. British and French troops 
formed the guard of honor. After 
visiting most of the devastated parts, 
the President proceeded to the Town 
Hall, where he bestowed the Cross of 
the Legion of Honor on the town. In 
the course of a speech he said that 
Cambrai had been the victim for four 
years of every form of torture, until 
the night of October 18, 1918, when 
the French and Canadians attacked 
and occupied the town, but not be­
fore the Germane had set fire to the 
very heart of the city end burned 
down 1,200 houses. The President 
deeply sympathized with the town In 
its sufferings and eulogized the con­
duct of the Inhabitants, and promised 
that material assistance would be 
forthcoming. «

CONDEMNS WOODEN HOUSES.
LONDON, Sept IS.

(Reuter’s Ottawa Agency.)— The 
Dally Hews says the standardization 
committee of enquiries into health, 
does not agree with the recent pro­
posal of Agency General Wade of Brit­
ish Columbia, to solve the housing 
problem by the Importation of wood­
en houses. The newspaper says that 
a London firm, during the past twelve 
months, approached the Housing Com­
mittees and1 Commissioners with sug­
gestions for building houses on the 
American Colonial system, but in no 
case had they been able to persuade 
the authorities to adopt the proposals, 
dfsptte the advantage In time and 
money saving. Wooden structures are 
considered unsuitable to the English 
climate: transport presents many 
difficulties and the Standardization 
Committee Is averse to buildings of a 
temporary character.
