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The Governor General invited 
to visit Guelph.

We are glad to see that the Direc­
tors of the Central Exhibition, and the 
Town Council, have so promptly adt- 
ed on our suggestion to invite the 
^Governor General to visit Guelph 
some day during the week of the 
Central Exhibition. The Directors 
held a meeting on Wednesday, and a 
■special meeting of the Town Council 
was also held at the same time, when 
it was agreed to send a joint invitation 
to His Excellency. This, we under­
stand, has been forwarded to him, and 
ip a few days at farthest we will learn 
whether he will be able to accept of 
the invitation. We think it is very like­
ly he will. He is to remain' at Tor­
onto for two or three weeks, has ex­
pressed his intention of visiting Ha­
milton duringthe week of the Provinci­
al Exhibition, and no doubt will be 
equally desirous of seeing the" products 
exhibited by the farmers, manufactur­
ers and others in this important and 
prosperous section of the Province. 
We feel sure that he will be accorded 
a hearty reception by all classes, who 
will be proud to welcome such a dis­
tinguished guest to oui good Town.

We understand that invitations 
have also been sentto His Excellency 
the Lieutenant Governor of Ontario, 
to the Hon. Mr. McKellar, Minister of 
Agriculture, and to other distinguish­
ed persons, who will most likely em­
brace the, opportunity of being present 
some day during the week of the Ex­
hibition.

The Pémbroke Observer is inform- 
ed on the best authority that over 
$3,000 have already been subscribed 
by the people of South Renfrew to 
wards fh"6 expense of contesting the 

v recent fraudulent election of Mr. O’­
Reilly to the representation of South 
Renfrew in the Commons, and that 
the people express themselves de 
termined to contest the election to 
the last, and resist with all their 
power this gross outrage of their 
franchise. The Globe—in giving a 
report of an indignation meeting, 
held in the Riding last week, to ex­
press the indignation of the electors 
at the scandalous frauds that have 
committed by the partizans of the 
Ministry, in order to secure the re­
turn of Mr. O’Reilly—says : “It will 
be seen that the whole thing had 
evidently been contemplated by Sir 
John in his strange re-arrangement of 
the Electoral districts before the 
breaking up of Parliament. The five 
new townships spoken of were added 
to Renfrew South when there were 
only some forty members present,and 
after a promise had been given by the 
Premier that no important change in 
legislation would be made.’!

THE MUSKOKA ELECTION.
The Globe gives the particulars of 

frauds practised by the Returning Officer 
for the Muskoka election. This official 
is a clerk in a store at Bracebridge, and 
an extreme and violent partizan of Mr. 
Boulton. He declares that for that 
County there is no election, first, because 
the poll-book of the township of Morri­
son was stolen, it is strongly suspected 
by a very keen and unscrupulous suppor­
ter of Boulton. Second, it is said that 
the Poll Clerk at Parry Sound was found, 
after he had recorded two votes, to be in­
competent, and another had to be ap­
pointed in his place. This second one, 
however, did net certify to the votes, but 
the first, who had only received two, did 
eo, and thepollr4he_BetumingOfficer al­
leges, was on this account invalid. The 
Globe, however, asserts that these alleged 
facts are not correct. The poll clerk at 
Parry Sound was never superseded. He 
himself got Mr. Foley to act as scribe for 
him, but the latter took no oath, while 
Mr. Wilson, the regularly appointed 
clerk, remained at the poll all the time 
and acted throughout except in the mat­
ter of writing down the names. Then 
the poll book for the Township of Mor­
rison has turned up again, after being 
conveniently lost for a few days, for what 
purpose and by what means are well un­
derstood, as will be all fully shown in 
due time. AU that the Government 
hope to be able to do in this case, as in 
^hose of Mr. Bertram and Mr. McDougall 
is to deprive them of their seats at the’ 
opening P< the session. The cases must 
come up before the House, whea these 
gentlemen will get the /«eats that right­
fully belong to them.
