By a vote of 202 to 69 the con-
vention endorsed the laws commit-
tee's recommendation ‘“that the
executive officers of the union shall
not mandate any subordinate union
to arbitrate when employers are
making a reduction in wages or the
sacrifice of any established con-
dition.”
