A RAILWAY DISASTER.

Two Men Killed and a Large Num-
ber Injured.

Connellsville, October 19.—A most dis-
astrous wreck, in which two men were
killed and a large number injured, three
quite seriously, occurred to-day near Con-
fluence, Pa., on the Confluence & Oakland
Railroad, a new line to connect with the
Baltimore & Ohio at that place. This
morning a coustruction train started out
with 200 laborers who were to work at a
point not far from Confluence. Engineer
William Thornley was pushing his train at
a slow rate of speed when a car in the
front jumped the track. The second car
contained two men, the foreman and a
negro laborer. In the next car were about
100 men, and the thirl car was load=d with
rails. When the first car jumped the
track the third car crashed into the two
front ones and the others piled on top of
them. The two men in the second car,
Foreman James Fitzpatrick, of Wilming.
ton, Del., and James Williams, colored, of
Shakesville, Pa., were crushed to death
and horribly maungled. Most of the labor-
ers in the second car miraculously escaped,
only three being injured seriously,
although a large number sustained slight
cuts and bruises. Of the seriously injured,
yeorge Hindbaugh will die. He is Lurt
internally and one leg broken in three
places. J. W. Tierney and Brakeman Ira
~tearn had their legs broken and were
otherwise injured, but will recover. The

cause of the accident is not yet known,

King Luis was the second son of Queen

Maria II., and ‘was thesecond sovereign of
Portugal of the line of Braganza-Coburg.

He was born October 31, 1838, and suc-

cecded to the throne on the death ot his

brother, King Pedro V., November 11,

1861. He married, October 6, 1862, Pia,

youngest daughter of Victor Emmanuel,

King of Italy, by whom he had two sons,

Carlos, born September 28, 1863, arnd

Alfonso, born July 31, 1865. King Louis

was of a literary turn, and in 1877 pubiish-

ed a translation into Portuguese of Shake-

speare’s ‘‘Hamlet.”

THE FIRE RECORD.

Fifty Families Rendered Homeless
at Ottawa.

Ottawa, Oct. 20.—A big fire occurred
All the dwellings and

block at Le Breton’s Flats, enclosed by
Broad, Sherwood, Ottawa and Queen
Fifty fami ies
are homeless. The buildings, fortunately,
are of a very inferior character, and the
total loss will not exceed $15,000; partly
covered by insurance. The flames were
seen at 5 p. m. issuing from a stable own-
ed by Mr. E. Ruwland, in rear of Sher-
wood street. The entire Fire Brigade was
soon on the spot, but the fire by this time
had extended in all directious, licking its
way towards the dwellings enclosing the
block. The firemen succeeded in preveni-
ing the fire from spreading to the adjacent
property. Most of the dwellings were
fruit stores, shanty men’s hotels or barber
shops, and each found shelter for one or
more families. The tlames are at this hour
(9.30) under control, but eight streams are
playing on the ruins. The principal
buildings destroyed are Blair’s Hotel,
St. Jean Baptiste Church, an old
wooden structure, which is badly
gutted. Many of the families succeeded
in saving their furniture. It is reported
that a drunken man in Blair’s hotel
perished in thc” fire, but this cannot be
confirmed. The fire is supposed to have
originated from a spark dropped from the
pipe of a drunken man seen lying near
Rowland’s stable. :
