New WESTMINSTER, Oct. 8.—Thé Lib-
eral convention was called for 10 this
morning, but owing to the non-arrival of
the Victoria delegates it was adjourned
till 2 p.m., and the place of meeting
changed from the city hall to 8t.
Leonard’s hall to eatisfy those who
wished to exclude the press representa-
tives, a8 this could not be done at the
city hall. The convention was callcd to
order at 3 o’clock by Mr. Aulay Mor-
rison, M.P,, Mr. J. H. Ker acting as
s cretary. Mr. E. P, Davis at once
moved that reporters be excluded, Mr.
R. G. Thompson seconding the motion.
Mr. J.C. McLagan moved in amend-
ment, seconded by Mr. J. H. Watson,
that reporters be allowed to remain.
The mover said that the essence of Lib-
eralism is freedom of speech and action,
and they were going to do nothing they
were ashamed of. To exclude the prees
would be an unheard-of thing. He
would withdraw with the press if Mr.
Davis’ motion carried. Mr. Rait spoke
strongly in favor of allowing the press to
remain.

The convention decided pot to enrol
the mgwmbers precent ag8 members of the
Liberal assaciation as they had not been
sent to Weetminster, by those who chose
them as delegates, for that purpose.

Mr. George Riley moved, seconded by
Mr. McCutcheon, ‘ That the members
of this convention declare that they are
emphatically opposed to the policy of
the present British Columbia govern-
ment a8 shown by the legislation pro-
motcd by the government, and by the
action of the executive, and they are of
the opinion that their continuance in
office is detrimental to the general wel-
fare of the province.”’

The following motion by Mr. J. M.
O’Brien  and Mr. George Bartley was
read as an amendment, but was declared
a substantive motion by the chairman:
‘*“ That this Liberal convention declare
that it is not in sympathy with the prea-
ent local opposition, whose leader is a
strong Conservative -and whose chief
colleagues are dyed-in-the-wool Tories.”’

Mr. Riley’s motion was carried prac-
tically without opposition and with

that gentleman declared was unfair.
The speaking, so far as delivery and
oratorical effect was concerned, was ex-
cellent, but there were g0 many orators
in the room who wanted to speak on
the gravely important issues before the
party that it was next to impossible for
the very impartial chairman to keep
order.

Mr. John Johnstone, Vancouver,
moved, seconded by Mr. Macpherson,
Vancouver, ‘‘ That in the opinion of this
convention it is to the best interests of
the Liberal party to support in all the
constituencies of the province such can-
didates as declare themselves to be fully
in accord with the resolution just
passed.” .

This resolution was greeted with pro-
longed applause and was the signal for a
gtill more heated debate, in which
Messrs, E. P. Davis, Archer Martin, J.
Kennedy, M.P.P., Col. Davis, H. Mc-
Cutcheon, Ald. McQueen, C. B. 8word,
M.P.P., Thos. Forster, M.P.P., R. Mc-
Poerson, M.P.P., G. D. Scott, L. P.
Duff, J. C. McLagan, J. M. O’Brien and
Geo. Bartley took a prominent part.

Mr. Archer Martin ‘moved in amend-
ment, seconded by Mr. Burnett, of Var_l-
couver, *“ That in the opinion of this
convention, the Liberals of this province
should support no candidate in the
forthcoming provincial campaign unless
he isa Likaral and subscribes te Liberal
priunciples.” The present government,
-aid the mover, did not_fear the opposi-
tion, but they did fear Liberalism. Did
any man in the room honestly believe
they would win on the 28rd of June last
year? (A Voice—You didn’t win in

Victoria.) It was manifest to him that
what the Turner government feared now
was the Liberal party; that was their
trump card and they should not throw
it away.

In the long debate which followed Mr.
Martin said the present government
were Conservative and that under the
Johnston resolution if Mr. Cotton, for
ingtance, asked for the support of the as-
sociation, he would have to get it, He
did'not think that was'what the conven-
tion would be preparci todo. He want-
ed to have the contest on Liberal lines,

Mr. George Bartley said if they con-
demned the government in power, they
must condemn also the opposition and
support a new lot.

Mr. E, P. Davis said the convention,
with one dissenting voice, had con-
demned the government. It amounted
to this, that the Liberals laid down as
their platform the defeat of the Turner
government. They should not support
any Conservative unless it were ab-
solutely necesfary in order to defeat the
Turper government. They should live
up to their names as Litorals. There
wag no reason why they should drive
away men who mieht vote with them
because they were Conservative in Do-
minion politics.

Mr. McCuatcheon said that no great
movement of reform was ever instituted
and carried to a successful issue unless
the battle was fought out on straight
party lines, He had convertad Con-
servatives, but alwavs gpoke to them un-
compromisingly. He wishcd for party
lines for the provinecial struggle, and
hoped thus to defeat the Turner govern-
ment.

Mr. McLagan said he had always sup-
ported in provincial politics the men
whom he thought it right to support,
and he had not changed his mind. He
thought a platform should be announced
in which generally all Liberals could
agree. If he were convinced that a gov-
ernment should not be supported he
would turn around and do all he could
to turn them out, but he put country be-
fore politics and could not seek to dis-
place a government made up of the right
men for the country.gimply because they
were opposed to him politically.

Mr. John Oliver, of Mud Bay, said that
if they were not satisfied with the oppo-
sition they must unite to fight together
in the next provincial election to defeat.

My, Martin said  he wished. to estab-
lish the  principles  of Liberaliem at
James Bay. Do the enemy fear the op-
position? No. Do they fear the Liberal
party? Yes; they learned their lesson
on the 23rd of June last year. All. Con-
servative papers deprczate the introdue-
tion of politics because they ‘know it
would be the winning card. He would
as goon see the Turner government re-
elected as see the present opposition in
power. ‘‘ We elected Mr. Maxwell, and
the other night he told us he was not a
Liberal, and was sapportad by 80 Con-
servatives. Lot us come out straight
Liberal, even if we are defeated, for the
sake of our honor and reputation.”

Mr. Woodward eaid they should be
libaral enough to support a good, honest
man like Mr, Semlin. He thought that
in regard to Maxwell it had been right to
bring him out, for they could not have
elected a straight Iiberal.

Mr. Kennedy, M.P.P., said that of
eleven members of the opposition in the
house seven of them are good Grits. To
call them a set of Tories, as the opposi-
tion has been called to-night, was ridic-
ulons. Their leader, if he is a Tory, has
been advocating Liberal principles, and
call Mr. Semlin what they liked, he was
going to support him. The same would
apply to Mr. Cotton if he advocatas Lib-
eral principles in the house. The oppo-
sition in the house are Liberals out and
out. He did not see_ what they had t»
gain bv fighting the local campaign on
Liberal lines, and he thought they should
leave the names Diberal and Conserva-
tive out of the campaign.

Dr. Walkem thought they should sap-
port any one nominated in opposition ta
the present government, Liberal or Con-
gervative in pame. On the government
side there is Mr. Booth, a Lik>ral, who
moved at one time against making Vie-
toria a free port. This shows the differ-
ence between Provincial and Dominion
politics.

Mr. Drury said the Turner government
had not been their friends and if he
voted for Mr. Semlin to turn out that
government he would be doing right and
not sacrificing his principles.

Mr. McCutcheon said the Turner
government had caused the sectional
feeling between Victoria and Vancou-
ver. Introducing Liberalism into the
local campaign would do away with this
petty feeling.

Mr. G. D. Scott said they could not
win on strictly Liberal lines—Vancou-
ver Liberals were overestimating their
strength. Ii the present government
wag 1e-elected they would never meet
f.gfi;m, as they would have no country

elit.

Mr..James McQueen said he believed

voting for Liberals when they had a
choice, to put things on party lines at
once.

When Mr. McQueen sat down Mr.
Martin seized his hand in enthusiasm
and exclaimed, ‘“ he looks like Alexander
McKenzie, and talks like Alexander Mc-
Kenzie!

Mr. Sword said he was strongly
opposed to introducing Dominion
politics  into  provincial affairs,
Should these questions be brought
in, what is going to be the effect
on the body of the electorate? *Local
politics have nothing to do with Domin-
ion politics. They are distinct in the
East and they should be here. Those
who approve of Mr. Semlin on provin-
cial lines are entitled to support him in
provincial politics. Machine govern-
ment would be hurtful to the province.
If they used this association in provin-

cial politics they would do the worst'

Mr. O’Hara said no one would be bet-
ter pleased than Mr. Turner if they in-
troduced Liberalism into provincial poli-
tics.

als.

Mr. Higgins said that the resolutions
were not for the cause of the province
but for the cause of Liberalism, and
Liberalism will not be advanced by such
resolutions.

Mr. McPherson, M.P.P., thought that
if the amendments were carried it would
do Liberalism no good and it would be
giving a fresh lease to one of the worst
governments ever inflicted on any peo-
ple. If the provincial struggle was to be
carried on on party lines he would with-
draw from the convention.

Mr. Davie’ amendment was defeated
by a very decisive majority. It is
thought the convention was brought to
the frame of mind necessary. for its de-
feat by the stand taken by the Liberal
M. P. P.’s present. Mr. Archer Martin’s
amendment met the same fate. The
original resolution of Mr: John John-
stone was then carried, but no means
unanimously, and a resolution to make
it unani,mous was met by a broadside of

ANOTHER CUBAN BATTLE.

Fruitless Attack on the Rebel Position in
Which Many Spanish Soldiers
Were Killed.

New Yorg, Oct. 7.—A dispatch from
Havana says that a big battle occurred
October 2, in Camarone’s hills, not far
from Matanzas, between the Spanish un-
der General Molina and rebels under
the command of Belancourt, Sanguily

and Raoulyarango. The fight began at
9 o’clock in'the morning and continued
all day.

Theofficial report published here states
that Molina attacked the rebel position
and drove the rebels out'with great loss.
The same report eays that General Mo-
lina had his horse shot shot from under
him.

A correspondent at Matanzas has ob-
tained a true account of the fight from a
Spanish officer who was present. From
this it appears that the rebel infantry
were strongly intrenched in an almost
inaccessible position in the hills and all
efforts to dislodge them were futile, re-
sulting only in heavy losses for the at-
tacking force.

The insurgents had only a few men
killed, and jeered and taunted the
Spanish during the whole engagement.
Gen. Molina narrowly escaped death,
Enraged at his failure, he returned to
the attack the next day, but with no bet-
ter success. A large number of wounded
and dying Spanish soldiers were brought
into Matanzes,

Gen. Jiminez Castellano left Puerto
Principe SBeptember 25 with heavy forces,
for the purpose of attacking the Cuban
government headquarters in Guayamar-
itlo, but heavy rains and bad roads pre-
vented him from carrying out his plauos,
and after long marches he returued to
Puerto Principe with 108 of his men ill.

Gen. Ruiz, while escorting a convoy
from Puerto Principe to San Nicholas,
was attacked by rebels September 30.

The rebel leader, Juan Ducasse, has
crossed the Mariel-Majana trocha with a
large force, and is now operating with
Gen. Castillo.

OrrAawa, Oct 8.—No official informa-
tion has been received that the Imperial
government has formally declined to
participate in the Behring Sea confer-
ence., Indeed, only two days ago a
despatch was received from Downing
Street asking for information, which
leads to the belief that the state-
ment from Washington is not cor-
rect. So far as Canada is concerned
the position remains unchanged. While
she /s willing to take part in a confer
ence of experts she will not agree to
allow Japan and Russia to participate in
a revision of the Paris regulations, when
these countries are not signatories to
the treaty regulations. Under the Paris
award there is still another year to run
and Canada will not consent to the treaty
being departed from.

Three Quebec members, Messrs. Beau-
soleil, Choquette and Carro}l, are trying
to crowd Sir Henry Joli out of the cabi-
net, but the Minister of Inlund Revenue
will not gratify them. Speaking at Port-
neuf the other day he referred to rumors
of hisintended resignation and said they
were entirely unwarranted.

The prospectus for the new Canadian
loan will be issued in London on Mon-
day, and tenders will be receivable up
to Friday. The rate of interest will be
214 per cent. y

The Club National, the French Lib-
eral organization of Ottawa, had a
stormy meeting last night, owing to dis-
satisfaction with the local Grit machine.
The dissidents will form a new associa-
tion. The meeting was called to elect a
president to succcad Mr. Leblane, who
dropped dead at the last kickers’ rzet-
ing of the Liberal Association.

The relief fund for sufferers by the
forest fires in Russell and Prescott coun-
ties is mounting up, snm“chin‘a and
private citizens have- conitributed large
quantities of goodsand clothing. Sym-
pathetic messages of inquiry bave been
received from the Governor-General and
prominent personages in different parts
of the country.

OTTAWA, Oct. 9.—There was a lively
time at the Club Letellier the other eve-
ning, the occasion being the meeting for
election of officers. Previous to proceed-
ing to the election a motion was sub-
mitted to the effect that the club take
part in a demonstration in honor of Mr.
Tarte. Some of those present objected
to this on the ground that the club had
not been invited, while others was op-
posed altogether to going, becanse Mr.
Tarte in his evidence in the Grenier
case, had refused to declare he was a
Liberal. There was a good deal of
wrangling and finally a vote was taken
an%the motion rejected by a vote of 40
to 17.

Oscar Beauchamp was then elected
president.

GERMANY’S NAVAL AMBITION.

The Ministry at Last Approves of a Sub-
stantial Addition to the Fleet.

BerLIN, Oct. 8.—Yesterday’s meeting

of the Prussian cabinet was fully attend-
ed and the sessiva lasted five hours, It
is alleged on some show of authority
that the ministers unanimously approved
of the naval programme of Admiral Von
Tirpitz, secretary of the navy, for the
construction of battleships and ironelad
cruisers, and that satisfactory arrange-
ments are being made both with Prince
Hohenlohe, Imperial chancellor, and the
finance minister in regard to the manner
of providing funds.
Details of the scheme will shortly be
gazetted in order to enable a full discus-
sion before the meeting of the reichstag.
It is understood that the report that
beer would be taxed to provide money is
quite unfounded.

SPAIN VERY HARD UP.

Pay of Soldiers and Pension Lists in Arrear
—The U.S. Ambassador in Disfavor.

LonpoN, Oct. 9.—An American di-
plomat, who has just arrived here from
Madrid, says the condition of Spain is
even worse thar the correspondents de-
pict, Whoever is sent to Cuba, he adds,
will attempt to buy off the insurgent
leaders. The diplomat further says that
the Spanish government is so hard
pressed for money that it is attempting
to gell all the public lands and buildings
that can possibly be epared. Not only
is the pay of the soldiers overdue since
last March, but the pension lists are in
arrears.

All eocial intercourse between the
minister of the United States at Madrid
and the Spanish officials.and the diplo-
matic corps has been suspended for
more than a year: This has been partly
due to the: fact that Mr. Taylor, the
former United States minister to Spain,

wasg persona non grata to most of the
members of the diplomatic corps. For
eighteen months Mr. Taylor had not
been on speaking terms with the French
and Austrian ambassadors and with the
Papal nuncio. The rupture with the
French ambassador was because Mr,
Taylor protested against being omitted
from the list of guests at a reception
given by the ambassador.

AN INFERNAL BULLET.

A Birmingham Invention Intended to Make
Warfare More Unpleasant,

Loxpon, Oct. 9.—In addition to the
propogsition to make the Volunteers
liable for service abroad in case of war,
Lthe government will introduce an army
reserve bill during the next session of
parliament. According to this measure,
it is proposed to enlist 10,000 recruits at
an exira rate of pay, thus forming a reli-
able force which can be drawn upon at
any time for use in small wars.

The British government is also con-
sidering the adoption of an infernal
bullet invented in Birmingham, This
bullet is made of lead, and instead o
having a conical top, will have a cup
like cavity. On entering the flesh this
bullet acts like a  punch, cutting a clean
round hole which does not close. The
bullet begins to expand immediately
after entering, and after it has travel ed
six inches it produces a jagged hole
three or four inches in diameter. The
bullet is .said to be the most terrible
wound-producer knewn, and it is a
question whether its use would not be a
breach of international convention.

GREATER NEW YORK.

The Principle of Democratic Self-Govern-
ment Involved in the Mayoralty Contest.

Lonpon, Oct. 9.—Not even in the case
of a presidential campaign in the United
States have the English newspapers dis-
played such interest as they are now
taking in the struggle preparatory tothe
election of a mayor of Greater New

York. Even the weeklies devote much
space to the subject. TheSpectator and
the Speaker both print long articles.
The Speaker says: * Neversince theday
of Imperial Athens or Republican Rome
has a municipal contest involved such
important issues. Many a king has not
had so much power as the mayor of
Greater New York will have.”

Continuing, the Speaker expresses the
opinion that the success of the Tam-
many ticket would not merely men vic-
tory for the ‘* plunderers of New York,”’
but, according to this paper, it would
mean the trinmph of the silverites at
the next. .presidential elecsion. The
Bpeaker says it dreads the success of
‘Tammany, and asserts that the election
is a matter of deep interest to the whole
civilized world.

After outlining the immense power
which the future mayor of Greater New
York will have, the Spectator remarks:
‘‘ The success of such an elected officer
will almost realize Carlyle’s ideal of a
democratic king. On the other hand,
should failure attend this great experi-
ment, it would be felt throughout Europe
as well as America, and will scund the
doom of the principle of democratic self-
government in vast modern cities.”

SALISBURY DID WELL.

General Approval by the London Press of
His Course in the Sealing Matter.

LonpoN, Oct. 8.—The St. Jamea’ Ga-
zette this afterneon, referring to the
formal announcement of Great Britain’s
declination to take part in the Behring
Sea conference with Russia and Japan,
says:
*‘ There will be a feeling of relief that
Great Britain; on behalf of Canada, has
finally declined to walk inta the trap
which was being arranged at Washing-
ton. America has never paid the dam-
ages for the illegal seizures of Canadian
sealers, and has exhausted every diplo-
matic artifice toevade the award, finally
demanding a fresh conference. The
Marquis of Salisbury consented, where-
upon America calmly proposed that Rus-
sia and Japan should attend the seal con-
ference, with the oovious intention of
outvoting England and upsetting by a
side wind the Paris award.”

The Globe, commenting on the same
subject this afternoon, remarke:
“As a mere matter of business it is
time that a firm check was put upon the
policy of the TUnited States in dealing
with this country. In the interests of
Canada it is well to let the United States
understand that no settlement of the
quustion will satisfy Great Britain which
sacrifices one jot or tittle of the just and
equitable rights of the loyal Dominion of
Canada.”
