We have before us a copy, of the
Fraser Valley Record, which'-18 "the
first issue of the third volume -of that
paper. The Record is printed at Mis-
sion City and for a year it has been
putting forth its best efforts to pro-
‘mote the welfare of the community in
iwhich it is published. It makes the
very modest claim for itself that “the
efforts put forward to advance the
district and draw attention to the
Fraser Valley, with the aid of our
friends, have met with success.” ~We
feel sure that our contemporary:could,
{if it had wished, have said much more
than this, and when ‘it ‘thanks: those
‘who have given it moral and financial
support, it might well have said that
!this has been repaid over and over
‘again.

i The part played by a country paper
/in developing a healthy tone of public
sentiment, in encouraging thgse :who
are laboring to build up the commun-
{ity, 'in making known the advantages
of the locality which. supports it, can
+hardly be estimated, becauSe it is in-
direct. The city man smiles some-
'times at the local news in country
‘papers and professes to be amused at
their enthusiasm over matters of small
igeneral interest; but these things make
iup the progress of the whole country.
' The item which seems of no special
‘interest to anybody may stimulate the
lambition of someone, who only needs
rencouragement to accomplish some-
thing worth while. The country is full
of “mute, inglorious Miltons” of indus-
fry, whose only chance of recognition
is in the columns of the local weekly,
and to whom publicity is a healthy
stimulus. The editorial columns of the
country paper are the seat of a power,
which their city contemporaries some-
times envy. What the editor of the
country weekly may say upon local
matters is of vastly greater ' relative
importance than what the editor of
the big city daily mayedeclare. We
have always looked upon a battle as
half won when the sympathies of the
country weeklies were enlisted upon
our side. Doubtless the city papers
,exercise a strong influence in molding
public opinion, but as a rule they do
not reach many, people outsifie of the
cities. The ' country people are the
best readers of newspapers. The city
man gets his paper in the morning,
runs ‘hurriedly through it, assimilates
its 'contents in a geperal way and
then goes to his business, with a hun-
dred things tp occupy his mind. He
looks over his evening paper as he
. &0es home from work and while he is
' waiting to begin his evening relaxation
which soon diverts his mind. from
what he has perused. On the other
hand the man in the country reads
hig. paper. Its arrival is not an inci-

‘PROVINCIALISM

“So far as the people pf Ontario are
concerned, the starting of a modern
town in the region of Lake Abitibi is
of more meaning than the founding of
‘Prince Rupert.” We find this statement
credited to the Toronto Globe, and we
might feel like pointing to it as an in-
dication' of the narrowness of Liberal
ideas, if' a° Conservative paper did not
selze upon it as showing the Grand
Trunk Pacific to be “a transcontinental
humbug,” 'and proceed to belaber Sir
Wilfrid Laurier and his colleagues for
having committed: the country to it.
The latter paper, the Petersborough
Review, frankly says that “the farms
of ‘Ontarjo have diminished in value by
thirty per cent from the over-speedy
opening ‘up of the West.” We confess
to great surprise at this exhibition of
provincialism. It is almost enough to
make one despair of the future of the
country.

“The founding of Prince ‘Rupert” is
an event of - international importance.
It is the beginning of a city which will
before many years have a population
of tens of thousands, a city which will
furnish a market annually for millions
of dollars’ worth of the products of On-
tario’s factories, a city whieh even its
rivals concede will play a very import-
ant part in.the development of the
Northwest Coast of Canada, and yet to
the leading Libetal newspaper it has
not as much meaning as the establish-
ment of a town in the forests of north-
ern Ontarfo, and to a prominent Con-
servative paper it is only the culmina-
tion of “a transcontinenta]l humbug.”
The West has been developed too fast
to syit the Peterborough paper. Now
the est has not been developed any
faster . than its merits warranted, so
that the Review substantially takes the
position that Canada is too great, its
attractions to settlers are too strong, its
progress too rapid. The great advance
which the Dominion has been making
must be stopped, because, forsooth, in
the opinion of the Review, the value of
Ontario farms is depreciating on ac-
count of the call of the wheat flelds of
the West. Provincialism, like politics,
makes strange bed-fellows. We were
prepared for almost anything,, but to
see ‘the Toronto Globe belittling the
significance of the founding of the
great northerh terminal and to have
its views endorsed by the Peterborough
Review, and used as an argument
against the Laurier administration, is
very much of a surprise. Speaking as
fa® as it may for the Conservatjves of
British Columbia, the . Colonist says
without hesitation that, notwithstand-
ing their dissent from the Liberal
policy: as exemplified in the Grand
Trunk Pacific contract and their dis-,
approval of the manner in which the
government has carried out its part of
the agreement, they see in the con:
structfon of that railway and in ‘“the
founding of Prince Rupert” the dawn
of a new era of prosperity and progress
for Canada.

VANCOUVER' ISLAND.

The Evening Post is unable to see
what difference it can make to the
people.of Vancouver Island what route
the Canadian Northern and the Grand
Trunk Pacific may take in extending
their lines to south-western British
Columbia, because, it says, they both
aim to reach Vancouver. Our con-
