The London Police*, Knowledge of Coben'a 
Accomplices.

London* Oct. 27.-—In reference to the state­
ment of Commissioner Monro of the Detec­
tive Department at the inquest over the body 
of Cohen, the alleged dynamiter, yesterday, 
that General Milieu, the head of the Cian-na- 
Gael Society, was in London during the Jub­
ilee, the police state that Milieu has never set 
foot in England. They say lie has resided at 
Boulogne and Paris. A detective called on 
him at Boulogne before the Jubilee celebra­
tion and warned him that he knew of the plot 
agaiii9t the Queen. Mi Hen then fled to Paris. 
From there lie went to Brussels, then to Rot­
terdam, and from that city to Amsteitfam. At 
the latter place he took passage wiCh his wife 
and daughter on Oct. 22 on the steamer Edam 
for New York. With regard to Melville, the 
London agent of the society, the police sav 
that when he arrived in London lie 
lodgings in a mean quarter in Gladstone- 
street and was in impecunious circumstances. 
Melville had viefted Joseph Nolan, the Irish 
member of Parliament, in company with 
Michael Hawkins; IxXth Mel ville .and Hawkins 
had been seen in Cohen's company. Melville 
went to Paris and saw Dennehev and Mulouey, 
who sailed for America on Aug. 17- Denneheyis 
a member of the Clan-no-Gael society, and re­
sides in Brooklyn. Melville returned to Lon­
don in a more prosperous condition. He lived 
at the Métropole Hotel and spent money 
freely. He was constantly in the company of 
a Miss Kennedy, with whom he traveled 
through Ireland then to Paris.

They lived' in grand style. In Paris he 
called on General Milieu at the Hotel du 
Palais. Melville formerly sailed from Havre 
on Sept. 17 for New York. Miss Kennedy 
accompanied him. On reaching New 
York Miss Kennedy was arrested tor 
smuggling. Bnrchall’s address in Pliiladel- 
|»hia is 2251 North Sixth street. The police 
claim to IpiVe proof against him and Hawkins, 
but it is dob known what they will do now 
that Melville has fled. Melville’s address is:

ITS OFFÜNENTB BLAMED.

Recent Fires In Pelerbaro Attributed to 
Heoit Act Enemies.

Pbtebbobo, Oct 27.—Very recently the 
residence of William Yelland, in the heart of 
the town, and the Rev. Mr. Tovell’s parsonage, 
and Mr. Rossiter’s, the latter being a Scott 
Act informer, were set on fire by having coal 
oil distributed freely over the verandah and 
front door, and last night similar treat­
ment was given to the house of Dr, 
Fife, president of the Scott Act Association. 
Dr. Fife has offered a reward of $200, and the 
mayor $500 for the conviction of -the person oc 
persons guilty of committing the act. The in­
spector has been fining the hotels to a very 
considerable extent lately.

Over $5000 has been taken from the viola­
tors of the Scott Act since Jan. 1 last, and 
the opponents of the Act have now become 
exasperated, having been convicted so recent­
ly, and these fires are supposed to be the 
result of their wrath. Damage to all of the 
properties has been fully covered by insurance.

The attempt to burn Dr. Fife’s residence 
was made at 1.30 this morning, a quantity of 
coal oil was found under the front door and 
fire applied. When Dr. Fife was a wakennd 
the flames were blazing up on both the inside 
and outside of the door and in the hall The 
house was filled with smoke. It was not with­
out difficulty that the fire was put out, as the 
coal oil had got under the oil cloth in the hall 
and was leading (he fire aloug the wain- 
scoiting.

A Special Committee of the Council 
/Wrestle With Some of Its Knotty Points.

A special committee of the City Council, 
consisting of the Mayor, Aid. Carlyle (St. 
Thos.), Johnson, Shaw and Boustead, met in 
thb Mayor’s office yesterday to take prelimin­
ary steps in connection with the Municipal 
Amendment Act, which provides that local 
improvement works shall be paid for by special 
local assessments on the property benefited 
and not exempt by law from assessment. The 
Mayor said that as he interpreted the change 
the citizens under the amended act had not 
the initiative powers enjoyed by them under 
the old act for local improvements, but they 
had a right to petition against works under­
taken by the corporation. The corporation 
would not be bound by the petition of the 
Iteople in any particular, so far as construction 
was concerned.

Aid. Carlyle asked if the City Engineer had 
the power to alter any specific material called 
for by the people or alter and re-construct a' 
thoroughfare and hold the people liable for 
two assessments if necessary.

The question was reserved by the City So­
licitor.

The Mayor raised the point if a street— 
King-street, for instance—could be taken as a 
whole and taxed separately for lighting, water­
ing, sweeping, etc.

Aid. Johnson thought this would tend to 
complicate accounts.

The Mayor suggested the propriety 
committee being appointed to visit and report 
as to the system of working the act in other 
cities in which it is in operation. This sug­
gestion Was adopted, and Nov. S fixed as the 
date for visiting Detroit, Chicago and other 
cities, each member of the committee signify­
ing his intention of joining in the tour of in­
spection.
