g
the world, immense ‘in séope and
promising results of the greatest
imp‘amce to mankind, but bring-
ing about omly the most trifling of conse-
quences. But there has been meanwhile
another class of those actions, reversing the
wonder and moving the world in a degree
utterly disproportioned :to their apparant
- impostance. There were but 300 men at
Thermopyl®, and chey all fell without pre-
venting Xerxes accomplishing his imme-
diate design. But the effect of that stub-
born resmstance of sélf-sacrifice did not pass
away until Greece had ceased to be a
_ mation. * There were only 600 of the British
Taght Brigade who rode “‘into the jaws
of death—into the mouth of hell,”
at Balaclava, and yet the single
charge, however grave. the  error it in-
volved, has done more, especially as em-
balmed]in ‘the heroic poetry of Tennyson,
to .throw around the life-wasteful and
~ senseless'struggle of the Crimea: a' halo of
! romanceand moble daring, than has been
nccomplished by wiser and more profitable
fighting on other occasions without number.

November, 1893, witnessed another con-
flict by no means decisive in any immediate
resalts, but one which deserves recoguition
as among the inost motable actions of its
class in all the ages—the Battle of High
Park, fought Nov. 23, 1893, To be sure,it
was but the merest of skirmishes, and
tew - were those slain on either hand,
but it: gave to the ofticers a chance” to
bandlé an appreciable body of men in pre-
paration for a real battle. It also afforded
20,000 citizens an opportunity of finding
out how their warlike conceptions appear
in the concrete and proved to them that
our volunteers know how to drill even if
they do not devote their lives to practising
the goose-step and bayonet exercise.

A~ more glorious day®for the battle
could not have been wished. It was in
truth a faultless autumn day, eulivened
for hours by all the sunshine of July
without its oppressiveness and the clear-
ness of a frosty day in- December or Jan-

“uary without its piercing cold.
- Rubicund Probosces.

And not only was yesterday a great day
for the review, but for red noses. The

At their arrival at the park No. 1 battal-
jon took up a'strong position oo a hill |a
short distance to the northeast of .the
Bolt Works and near Roncesvalles-avenue,
their line extending from there about. £070

ards to the west. While Major Delawere
and bis battalion remained in this position,
Major Sankey and his dommand proceeded
to the heights of High Park- on the
east side of the Howard ravine and to the
portheast of Howard Lake. Here G coms
pany remained under the command of

Tapt. Mason, Lieut. Mitchell,

C.KL Bennett and Lieut. Le Vesconte
and took up a position, throwing up a line
of rifle pits and embankments, while the
remaining companies were thrown out in &
semi.circular position to act as outposts,
with orders to fall ‘back on the fortified
position when hard pressed. Eight men of
the Body Guards were attached to this
force as scouts and were divided into pick-
ets and despatched to the extreme frort.
In Position at 10 o’Clock.

The men were all in position shortly
after 10 o’clock, and then began a long and
cold wait. Shortly after 11: o’clock the
first news of the enemy was brought in by
a mounted scout. He reported that
the enemy had left their position at Lamb-
ton and were moving down in force from
the northwest.  Atter this scouts’ were
continually coming in ‘with newsof the
approach of the -enemy, who seemed to
have made up their minds to cross the
ravine at vhe head of Howard Lake and
attack the Q.O.R. on the left flauk. Shortly
after 12 o'clock firing. was heard in the
ravine just below the embankments, and in
a short time a small skirmishing party of
the Queen’s Own climbed the hill, bringing
with them a 13th Battalion man, the first
prisoner takea by the Q.O.R.

¥ire Becomes General, :

Soon after this loud volleys weré heard to
the north, and the Queen’s Own outposts
were seen falling buck, pressed closely
by a large body of Highldnders,
who drove them in on the tem-
porary fortifications. Firing was also heard
on the extreme right of the Queen’s Own
position, and word was brought by a bicycle
scout thatthe pickets on that side were re-
treating on the main body. -

Major Sankey fortified- his position on
the heights, and made a determined stand.
but the attacking force was too strong for
his small body of men, and te fell back on
No. 1 Battalion, firing as he retired.

Major Delamere’s Defence,

Meanwhile Major Delamere bad made
good use of his time, and had thrown up a
line of entrenchments on the brow of the
hill-on which he had taken up his stand.
The extreme right of his line rested on
Roncesvalles-avenue, where the men of B.
and C. Companies had thrown up fortifica-
tions of cord wood, also a number of rifle
gim. When the 2ad = battalion, under

ajor Sankey, fell back on the main posi-
tion, they were immediately = thrown
out to the - left in  skirmishing
order to hold the troops in that direction
incheck. -

A Company Annihilated.
. The men of No. 1 battalion had already
distinguished themselves, particularly the
men of B company under Lieut. Lloyd,
who had succeeded in capturing No. 2
compaiy R.R.C.I.. The men of C School
had in the course of their’ march encoun-
tered a_piclket fence and ‘moved out to
Roncesvallies avenue to. get over it, thus
bringing themselves under fire of B com-
pany, Q.0.R., who poured several volleys
into them before they were over the fence.

Col. Strathy -immediately ordered C
School out of dction, as such a fire in active
service would have shattered the company.
Two companies of the Grenadiers were also
c&gmrod by a severe fire from the trenches.

from their stropg position were unavailing,
and invarisbly resulted in the discomfiture
of the attacking party. After making a few
attempts to carty the position the attacking
force gave it up, and contented themselves:

trumpet at 1.0 p.m. closed the battle,
with the Quéen’s Own still in possession of
the heights.

There was a sound of gathering forces
for a second time at 9 o'clock at the
Drill Shed on Thanksgiving mon when the
mighty Grenadiers weré making their pre-
liminary preparationa for the ira{.

The Grens On the Extreme Left,

The Grehs took the extreme left. They
marched in columns of half companies down
Lakeside.avenue, turned at Annette-street,
where they left-their brothers of the 13th
and 48th. Before Law-street was reached
two bicycle scouts were captured’ and sent
back to weep with their unfortunatebrother.
These men, however, as was learned after-
wards, were martyrs, and rejoiced in their
misfortune, At Law-st. the left wing came
upon umpirds Col. Dunn and Capt. Dunn,
the latter on his gallant thoroughbred
charger. The umpires took each with him a
bugler, and gave the order that the officers
should give orders to no other buglers.

The Contest Begius,

Meanwhile the contest had begud in the
van.

BRONSON 70 OPPOSE. GRANT

IT LOOKS 48 IF THERE WILL BE 4
CONTEST IN O1TAWA.

Hon, E, H, Bronson to Retire From the
Lotal and Seek Federal Houors—
Trouble Ainong Trades and Labor
Men—Sympathy With Messrs, Mo~
Greevy and Conmnolly,

OrrAWA, Ont., Nov. 23.—The rumor is
afloat to-night that elated by Joe Martin’s
success in Winnipeg the local Liberals have
decided to bring out a candidate to oppose
Sir James Grant, and that their nominee
will be Hon. E. H. Bronson, who will re-
tire from the Local, ex-Mayor Frank fMe-
Dougall, an Irish Catholic, being nominated
in s place. This would undoubtedly
make a strong team, as the Irish Catholics
of Ottawa feel a little sore at having no
representation in either the Federsl or
Local Houses, i

Another rumor has it th:t megotiations
are going on for the purchase by Mr. J. R.
Booth of the whole interest of the Bronson’s
and Western Lumber Co., which would
leave Mr. Bronson free to devote all his
time to politics. Anyway it looks now as
if there will be a contest in Ottawa, and
the Conservatives express themselves as
glad of the prospect as it will give them an
opportunity for showing just how much an
opposition can be snowed under in Ottawa.

Politics. Give Labor Delegates Trouble,

There is likely to be trouble in the Trades
and Labor Council over the participation in
the recent Conservative convention of Pre-
sident Connel and Delegates Legge and
Martin. The matter was brought upat the
meeting of ‘the council last might by Dele-
gates Patterson and Macdenald (both Re-
formers), at whose instance the action of
the three delegates was condemned asbeing
contrary to the constitution of the council,
which specially * provides by clanse 7 that
members of the council should not be dele-
gates to any political cdnvention, at least
until #ffer the council has expressed its
opinion on the subject. The matter was
finally referred to-the unions of which
Messrs. Connell, Legge and Martin are
members.

There is no doubt & good deal’of sym-
pathy felt here for Messrs. McGreevy and
Connolly, and it is understood that an
effort is already being made to bring press-
ure to bear on the Government to effect
their release, the principal groand of the
application being the promise of the judge
to reserve a casg, and his partial admission
that he might have agreed to Mr. Blake's
application for a susvension of sentence and
the acceptance of substantial bail had not
‘Mr. Osler, on behalf of the prosecution,
objected.

FPlebiscite Horse Sense,

In the course of his ‘Thanksgiving
sermon to-day Rev. W. T. Herridge,
speaking of the coming plebiscite
on prohibition, said, “We are temperate 1n
our ideas, and in regard to the coming ple-
biscite I do not know how far it will voice
the sentiment of the people or how many of
those who vote will take into account all
that is mnvolved in the matter. How fan it
should be the law for some to abstain from
a certain privilege for the sake of others is
& matter thav can best *be determined by
individual conscience. AllI wish to say
on the subjcct is this: That any attempt to
make a moral issue of the question will be
toolish and pernicious. There must ‘be no
attempt at coércion by the followers of
either side of those who are ready to think
for themselves. sThere are more -infallible
tests than this of the genuineness of our
Christianity.”

SIR OLIVER AND THE PATRONS.

The Premier Takes a Hiand in the North
Bruce Triapgular Fight,

Port ErciN, Ont., Nov. 23.—8ir Oliver
Mowat this evening addressed a mass meet-
ing in the Roller Rink.

Sir Oliver after a review of the legislation
enacted by his Government the last 22
years dealt at some length with the Pat-
rons of Industry. He read extracts from
their official organ to the effect thut it was
the duty of Patrons to support the nominee
of the majority of patrons.® This did not
give as much liberty to voters as was to be
fouand in the two historic parties. < He could
not sece what reason could be givep for the
majority of Patrons, thus binding the rest.

Three Thiugs Mr, Mownt Wants,

/He wanted reciprocity with the United
States it it could be had, he wanted a
revenue tariff and he wished to see the
Senate abolished if it could not be re-
formed. i

Puassing on, he referred to the amount of
legislation enacted by the Reform Govern-
ment for the improvement and advancement
of the farmers’ interests. For drainage
purposes they had, during his Premiership,
let ont upwards of §1,000,800 to farmers at
a low rate of interest, and in 1892 nearly
220,000 were spent specially in farmers’
interests over and above what they derived]
from the general good.

Though all the members were Patrons,no-
thing mcre could be done. [Loud applause. ]
During his Premiership over $2,500,000
were expended in the farmers’ interests.

The Patrons’ Revised Platform,

He took up the first and seécond sections
of the Patrons’ platform.» They bore the
same date, but the second edition dropped
the retorms which were to be agitated for
trom the Dominion House of Commons. Thie
showed that some Tory was at the elbow of
revising arm. [Hear, hear.] He could not
see anything in the Patron platform which
should induce Reformers to leave their old
friends. He could see great reason why
. Conservatives . should leave their party.
These reasons were patent to sil conversant
with Dominion polities. . .

A Question of Economy, :

Sir Oliver branched off into expendi-
tures to show that the Optario Government
was economical. The Parliament buildings
in Toronto were erected without' extras.
(Applause.) Heread from a Patred Docu-
ment to the effect that public buildings
should be- erected and musiei-
pal officers paid from provincial fundg
after the example of the Province
of Quebec. [Laughter.] - This was the first

INCOME TAX HARD TO SETTLL.

The Tariff Revisers Divided on the Ques-
tion.

W asHINGTON, Nov. 28.—The question of
an income tax is a bone of contention upon
which the Ways and Means Committee has
thus far been unable to agree, although the
majority favors such a measure. It is
known that the advocates of an ingome tax
stated this week that if opposition to its
insertion in the Tariff bill was manifested
they would bring the proposal before Con-
gress in a separate bill, and the remark of
Mr. Cockran would indicate that such oppo-
sition had manifesied itself in a very sub-
stantial way. i

The subject was up for discussion in
committee again to-day and precipitated
some lively talk, Some members exprossed
opposed to the incor-
poration of such a clause in the Wilson bill,
and it was stated that the administration
was known to be agaiost it.

The published statements asto how cer-
tain membors stood on the question of
au income tax caused some personal discus-
sion, and it was intimated that some ¢com-
mitteemen had been telling committee room
secrets. The matter was patched up, how-
ever, and Chairman Wilson again ' caution-
ed his colleagues about talking abeut the
bill.

Favor a Separate Bill,

Notwithstauding the strenucus opposi-
tion that some of the democratic members
of the committee will make to the reporting
of an income tax as & “separate measure, it
was reported to-day that a majority of the
committee were in favor ot such a course.
It was argued that if it should be so intro-
duced the Democrats would not be bound
to support it as a matter of party allegi-
ance, as will be the case with the tariff bill
proper. =
|, A sepurate. bill of this kind would be
doomed to almost: inevitable defeat in the
House. If if should reach the Semate it
would have- practically no chance of
Yuling that body. Senator Cullom  of
[1linois said it would -be simply tolly to
gend an income tax . measure to the Senate
in any form. He said it would be regard.
ed by the Republicans as the first step in
the direction of free trade, and every Re-
publican in the Senate, with the possible
exception of one or two from the extreme
west, and ail the northern Democrats,
would be against 1t. ' It would be opposed
by these because it was notorious that it
would all be paid by the Northern States.

WIND AND SNOW IN SCOTLAND,

Renewal of the Gales Accompanied With
a Beavy Snowflall.

Loxpox, Nov. 23.—Despatches from
Scotland report that there has been a re-
newal of the gales on' the west and ‘east
coasts accompanied in many _places by a
heavy snowfall, The wind is blowing
furiously and is drifting the snow badly,
The Highland Railway gompany is meeting
with great difficulty in operating itf line,
Three trains have already been imbedded in
the snowdrifts and a large forcs of men
wos required to dig them out, A high
sea is ravning in the Irish Sea and Bt.
George’s Channel. Grave fears are enter-
tained for the Hartlepool fishing fleet.

1t has been computed "that during the
recent storm the Yarmouth fishing indus-
try suffered damage to the extent of
£100,000. i

HAS SHE DESIGNS O;\' BELGIUM?

Germany Building An Entrenehed Camp
on the Belgian Frontier,

BrusseLs, Nov. 23.—The decision of the
German Government to “construct a large
entrenched camp at Malmedy on Germany’s
Belgian frontier, has caused much comment
here and in Paris. Germany has assured
Belgium that the’ Malmedy works are in-
tended primarily for an exercise ground,
and can not’ possibly be regarded as a
menace to Belgium'’s neutrality.

Views of the French Government,

The Paris dailies maintain that Germany
hos the darkest designs upon Belgium and
urge the Belgian- Government to move a
formal protest againat the construotion of
the camp. ~ In case Belgium refuses to do
this they say she must be regarded and
treatad as an enemv of France and a secret
ally of Germany. The French Government
is believed to hold the views expressed by
the Paris press,
