The indiscriminate kissing that so much
prevails is an outrage against decency, &
promoter of immortality, and the means of

Management of Poultry.

cess remember it is indispensable to work
with slow heat. One even table-spoonful
of supercarbonate of soda to every five gal-
lous of cut fat—that is to say, just as you
cut it up to put on the fire, measureit, and
to every five gallons put an even table-
gpoonful of soda in a pint of water, and
dissolve it thoroughly ; then pour it over
| the fat after it is put in the pot. Let it
| boil until it boils clear, which will not be
for some hours if the heat is properly re-
gulated ; then take it off and strain it.

Always let the lard stand a few minutes

after it is taken off the fire before straining
|-it, or it is apt to unsolder the tin colander.
| It is best to strain it into ar iron pot, and
| let it stand balf an hour longer before it is
| put into tin or stone vessels. It requires a
| longer time to dry up lard with soda than
| without, yet its improved appearance more
| then compensates for the trouble. With
| the entrail fat the cracknels are completely
| dissolved, and you get very little soap-
