THE ELECTIONS,

Now that the elections are uver and the
heat of wmere partizanship has somewhat
coolad off, we areable to take o calm view
of the position of things, see just where we
stand, by what way we have coms, and
what the future seems to oifer us. This
calmness is incumbent upon all the politi-
cal parties and all the press-men, for once
more the battle has been fought out, the
issue has been decided, and be it for wood
or for evil, Liberals and Conservatives
will have to abide together under conszer
vative rule for five years to come, nut as
mere political factions, when dollars snd
cents and comforts of life are consilered,
but as fellow-countrymen, all havmg equal
interest in the general prosperity of the
nation. If the vote cast to prolong the
present regime is for the good of the Con-
servatives, itis for the good 4f the Liberals ;
if it is bad for the Liberals, it is also bad
for the Conservatives. At sny rate, party-
ism has no place in our legisiative enact
ments, and no kind of nenymandenn" bas
yet been devised which can make a trade
policy tell for one political party as against
the other, The tarifl blesses or curses all
alike, and if the Conservatives support and
the Liberals condemn, it is because each is
actuated by personal and nut by patrintic
motives. In truth, when we deal with
tariffs, xt. is simply unpo;sxhle to scpamte
the personal from the patrivtic. The only
question "was : How to do the best
thing unto ourselves.  Reciprocity with
the United States all. would have assented

to gladly ; but the United States refused
to give & trade reciprocity ; we accepted
the alternative, and, as the Conservalives
say, became a nation under stress of cir-
cumstances. '

When it became generally bolisved that
Sir Joux Macposarp had decided to sub-
mit his policy to the test of a general elec-
tion, a panic took possession of the com-
mon mind which dare mot trust itself to
words. Much capital had been invested
under the protection of tha N. P.; fac-
tories were flourishing and in-lustries were
being fostered which made the Iominion
prosperous, but Mr, Mackexztg, the real
leader, and Mr. Brakk, the nominal leader,
and the Globe backing both, declred that
this was only seeming, an 1 in the wistak-n
ides thata genaral: cluctmu would change
the appearance of things, precipitated an
appeal to the people.” “Th coufident ns-
sertions of the Globe caused mny people

Against this
they had to place the uncertaiy utterances
of Mr. Biakg, the well-defined but i inspos-
3ible free trudeistu of M« Mackexzir, and
the furious incoherencies of the Gl
The Liberal party was pledged to little
less than revolution, for although some of
its members were willing to acecept the
N. P. and scotled at all talk of Free Trade
and some others had faith-in the Pacific
Riilway contract, they were all in some
mare or less defined manper bound Lo re-
varsa the policy of their opponents.

Jut it must be admitted that popular
judyment was pronounced at the palls,
not only on meuasures, bul on nmien alsn.
It may be that “ comparisons are olinus™
but electors will make those comparizons
and be influenced by them none the less,
No ono will deny that Mr. Brike is a
man of ability, and those who are eapable
of judging say that he is the first FEquity
lawycr in the. Dommmn, but that us a
Statesman he is in any way comparable
to Sir .Jonx MacpoNath no one caring to
preserve a reputation for Sanity would
affirm. Mg, Buake's speaking is. always
after the manner of special pleading, he
prepares.s new programme for each placo
on each occasion and when these are com-
pared it can but prove inimical to his
cause. Asa man he is cold, eynical and
repellant, and  being withont porsonal
eothusiasm he never succecds in speaking
to:the crowil. . On the other hand Sk
Joun Macvoxary is a born leader of men,
not only because he is a mun of great

‘inmllovlual ability —a Statesman without

a pesr in Cabada-—~but hecause he is a
man of unhounded enthusissm which in-
spires friends and wins over the indif-
ferent.  Mu. ‘Brare's confreres in tho
laadership of the party. wore scarcely
more richly endowed with attractive qt uali-
ties than him-olf.” Mn. Mackeyzig is in
many ways an oxcellent man but.lacking
that fine elemont which draws people
and holds thvm in allegiance ; and, in fact,
altogether, when S Joux's collengum
are compared with MR. BLake's followers, ‘
the elections cense to be a surprise.
The Torouto Globe, howavor, was the
main negative causo of ‘this defeat of the
Liberal parly. - Whilo Mnr. Braxe was
