They were at once brutally attacked by the men,
one of whom had a whip. Cauldwell ran back te
take refuge in a gate-house convenient, but hé was
overtaken, knocked down and atabbed in three
places aboutthe abdomei. Whilst in this prostrata
condition lis cowardly assailants again ordered him
ta curse the Pope, and the man who came frein the
gaie-bouse said, "Cutits throat if hé don't ourse
him." Cauldwell was taken home ta bis mother's

Shouse ut Middletown, where he died on Monday
night, the 11th instant. An inquest was held on
the body, and the jury returned a verdict of wilful
murder against some person or persons unknown.
