D OUK WAGONTYAYS.

It will astouish & great many persons
to learn what a crnshing mass of iniqui-
ties and drawbacks to civi.ization may
be logically piled up on sccount of the
bad wagon roads. A forcible movemnut is
being pressed for a compreheusive ex-
hibit at Chicago of evervthing which
entersintoroad-making and maintenance,
and the persons who are contributing to
the effort have gathered together some
remarksble arguments to imprees upon
our countrymen the importance of im-
proving our internal Tﬁghway . The
movement ia called “ an uprising’against
the bondage which is upon the people
that are hampered by puor means of
communication — a protest againt & tax
indirectly placed upon every article of
consumption.” Tae tendeucy of popula-
‘tion toward thegcities, the abandoment of
farms, and even the modern developnient
of “ glum,” are largaly ascribed to bad
ronds, which are said to be wonie and
more numerous here than in any other
civilized country. Bad roads, it is argued,
cause schools and churches to be
neglected, prevent social intercourss in
the country, and make life in the rural
districts cheerless, isolated and narrow.

Themovementnow under way isaimed
toward utilizing a part of the exposition

round at Chicaﬁ:) for a complete ex-

ibit which ghail show the people how to
build and how to keep gnod rvads, lso
teach them the almost vital neei there
is that we should all of us possess them.
Very many of the implements and nma-
teriala in use in road-building are in-
cluded in the original classification of
exhibits forthe fair, and all are to he dis-
played there. But the movers for good
ronds say that the force of the display is
greaty diluted, if not destroyed, by the
manner in which it is to be made. It is
to be scattered about in tive buildings.
Inthe Agricultural section will be shown
methods of construction, machines and
apparatus for road-making, samples of
woud-paving, and the methods of treat-
ing wood to cause it to resist decay. In
the Mining Building will"be collected
the stones, und stone mixtures or com-
ponnds, aod the rock-crushers. System+
of druinage are classified for exhibition
in the Transportation Building, while
conduits, drains, sewers, working plans
for paving and drainage, and the con-
struction of roads aud their maintenance,
all belong to the depnrtment which ex-
hibits in the Manufactures and Liberal
Arnts Building. It would seem that the
exhibitions in the Agricultural and
Liberal Arts buildings either conflict
with or parallel one anuther, but this is
18 not the case, as one deals with roads
from the farmer’s and the other from the
engineer’s poiut of view. Either might
be elaborated to comprehend the entire
scheme, but exposition officials, while as-
gerting that they fully recognize the
Importance of the subject, declare that
this is not practicable. Those who are
combining for an effective display insiet
that they should have a building especi-
ally devoted to it, but the reply to this
is that there is no room for such a build-
ingin Jackson Park. It will be & great
pity if this best of all opportunities to
educate the public in this direction can-
not be fully embraced. We may feel
sure that if it is not, it will not be due
to any lack of energy and ardor on the
paxt of the present reformers. In that
cage we shall not besurprised to see rond-
making and maintenance made the
subject of a subsequent and especial ex-
gosnion. The knowlege of what is lost

y the neglect of our wagonways is daily
extending, and with its spread is certain
to come & more and more pressing de-
mand for action that shall remove what is
not merely & hindrance to progress-but
& blot upon our national character.
