intended to protect the interests of the civilian population in occupied territoIý
I arn authorized by the Rumanian People's Government to sign the saîd ConventiO
with the following reservations :

Article ii: " The Rumanian People's Republic will not recogiize the validit
of requests by the Detaining Power to a neutral State or to a humanitarian orgail
ization, to undertaJçe the functions performed by a Protecting Power,, jnless thi

consenit of th~e Government of the couLntry of which the protected persons ar

nationals bas been obtalned.

Article 45: " The Rumanian People's Republic will not consider as valid th

freeing of a IYetaining Power, which bas transferred protected persons to anothe
Power, from responsibility for the application~ of the Convention to the persan
transferred, while the latter are under the protection of the Power accepting thi.
