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ARTICLE XII

1. The tariffs on any agreed service shall be established at reasonable levels, du
regard being paid to all relevant factors including cost of operation, reasonable profit
characteristics of service (such as standards of speed and accommodation) and, wher
it is deemed suitable, the tariffs of other airlines for any part of the specified route
These tariffs shall be fixed in accordance with the following provisions of this Article

2. The tariffs referred to in paragraph 1 of this Article shall be agreed upor
between the designated airlines of the Contracting Parties; such agreement shall b<
reached, whenever possible, through the rate-fixing procedures of the internationa
body which formulates proposals in this matter.

3. The tariffs so agreed shall be submitted to the aeronautical authorities of th'
Contracting Parties at Ieast forty-five (45) days before the proposed date of thei
introduction; in special cases, a shorter period may be accepted by the aeronautica
authorities. If within thirty (30) days from the date of submission the aeronautica
authorities of one Contracting Party have not notified the aeronautical authorities 01
the other Contracting Party that they are dissatisfied with the tariff submitted to thenm
such tariff shall be considered to be acceptable and shall come into effect on thý
expiration of the forty-five (45) day period mentioned above. In the event that a shortel
period for the submission of a tariff is accepted by the aeronautical authorities, the)
may also agree that the period for giving notice of dissatisfaction be less than thirty (30]
days.

4. If a tariff cannot be established in accordance with the provisions of paragraph
2 above, or, if during the period applicable in accordance with paragraph 3 above a
notice of dissatisfaction bas been given, the aeronautical authorities of the ContractiOi
Parties shall endeavour to determine the tariff by agreement between themselVes.

5. If the aeronautical authorities cannot agree on any tariff submitted to the
under paragraph 3 of this Article or on the determination of any tariff under paragraph
4, the dispute shall be settled in accordance with the provisions of Article XX of this
Agreement,.

6. (a) No tariff shall come into force if the aeronautical authorities of either
Contracting Party are dissatisfied with it except under the provisions Of
paragraph 3 of Article XX of this Agreement.

(b) When tariffs have been established in accordance with the provisions Of
this Article, those tariffs shall remain in force until new tariffs have beenr
established in accordance with the provisions of this Article or Article X%
of this Agreement.

ARTICLE XIII
1. The rules and procedures relating to the sale of air transportation by the

designated airline of either Contracting Party in the territory of the other Contracting
Party shall be mutually agreed upon by both designated airlines subject to the approvl
of the appropriate authorities of both Contracting Parties.
