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3. When the Conference of the Parties exercises its functions as the meeting of the 
Parties to this Protocol, any member of the Bureau of the Conference of the Parties 
representing a Party to the Convention but, at that time,  not a Party to this Protocol,  shall be 
substituted by an additional member to be elected by and from amongst the Parties to this 
Protocol. 

4. When the Conference of the Parties exercises its ftuictions as the meeting of the 
Parties to this Protocol,  in light of the review under Article 4.2(d) and 7.2 of the Convention. 
it shall keep under regular revievi the implementation of this Protocol and the adequacy of the 
commitment therein. It shall make, within its mandate, the decisions under the Protocol 
necessary to promote its effective implementation. To this end, it shall perform the following 
functions: 

(a) Promote and facilitate the exchange of information on measures adopted by the 
Parties to address climate change and its effects, taking into account the differing 
circumstances. responsibilities and capabilities of the Parties and their respective 
commitments under the Protocol; 

(b) Facilitate, at the request of two or more Parties, the co-ordination of measures 
adopted by them to address climate change and its effects, taking into account the differing 
circumstances, responsibilities and capabilities of the Parties and their respective 
corrunitments under the Protocol; 

(c) Promote and guide, in accordance with the objective of the Convention, related 
decisions of the Conference of the Parties, and the provisions of the Protocol, the 
development and periodic refinement of comparable methodologies, to be agreed on by the 
meeting of the Parties, inter  alla,  for preparing inventories of greenhouse gas emissions by 
sources and removals by sinks ,  and for evaluating the effectiveness of measures to limit the 
emissions and enhance the removals of these gases; 

(d) Consider and adopt regular reports on the implementation of the Protocol 
including the adequacy of commitments and ensure their publication; 

(e) Make recommendations on any matters necessary for the implementation of 
the Protocol; 

(0 	Seek and mobilize additional funding for the implementation of the Protocol, 

(g) Seek and utilize, where appropriate, the services and co--operation of, and 
information provided by, competent international organisations and intergovernmental and 
non-goverrunental bodies; and 

(h) Exercise any other such functions as may be required for the implementation 
of this Protocol, and shall consider any assignment resulting from a decision of the 
Conference of the Parties to the Convention.
