2. An advertisement has been inserted,

according to regulations, in the Canada
.Gazette and copies distributed to the total
of fifteen hundred (1,500) to post offices
public libraries, Y. M. C. A. buildings and
other public buildings throughout Canada.
The advertisement states that all informa-
tion can be obtained from the Live Stock
Commissioner, Department of Agriculture,
or from the secretary of the Civil Service
Commission, and it further states that the
appointments would be made upon the re-
sults of a special competitive examination.

9. If se, what are the names of the members
te whom he is related?

1,0. Do any of Col. Labatt's children draw
pensions?

11. If se, what are their names, ages and
amount of pension each draws?

12. On what date was the pension granted te
his children?

1. $1,890 per annum, plus allowances

amounting to, in al, $240 per annum for
his two children aged 13 andi 15.

2. October 16, 1917.
3. Pensions are net granted by the Gov-

ernment, and the granting of pension in
any particular case does not in any way
come before the Government. This pen-
sion, as all others, was granted by the
board constituted for the purpose. The
present Union Government was formed on
October 12,'1917.

4. The income of tTie person entitled to
a pension is not considered in determining
the award.

5. In all such cases pension award is
made in strict accordance with the Pension
Regulations as approved by Parliament.
