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vessels than he had registered with the De­
partment of Fisheries last year. The Depart­
ment will keep record of all changes of 
ownership and a new owner must register 
his purchase of a lobster fishing boat with 
the Department within 30 days or face loss 
of the valuable lobster fishing privilege.

4. The steps outlined in the answer to 
question number three will prevent central­
ization of lobster fishing operations.

5. The new licensing policy will be re­
viewed in 1970 and such revisions made as 
deemed necessary. The principle of free 
enterprise is protected in that anyone who 
can purchase an existing licensed lobster ves­
sel can enter the fishery provided there is no 
increase in the number of vessels.
