My question is for the Minister of Manpower and Immi-
gration. In view of the fact that of the first 200 applica-
tions received under the Opportunities for Youth pro-
gram only 14 came from the Atlantic provinces where
unemployment is highest and the need greatest, will the
minister initiate a stepped-up information program and
decentralize staff from Ottawa to the provinces in order
to expedite applications?

Hon. Otto E. Lang (Minister of Manpower and Immi-
gration): Mr. Speaker, the information is certainly availa-
ble in the various regions of the country-

Mr. Lang: -and the number of applications indicates
that people are aware of it. I think the hon. member
might help by stepping up his information about these
programs.

Mr. McGrath: That is your job.

Mr. Marshall: To answer the minister, Mr. Speaker, I
am sending out more information than is coming from
his office. Would the minister consider again a proposai I
put to him last week to allocate quotas to those provinces
where the need is greatest for student employment?

Mr. Lang: Mr. Speaker, the general approach of the
government has been to attempt to relate programs deal-
ing with unemployment to the areas where unemploy-
ment is highest. I am sure this will be taken into consid-
eration with regard to this program as well.
