3 in London, Ontario, that “I am pleased that food prices
have finally started to turn the corner and are rising”, and
again in Ottawa yesterday, I believe, when he used words
to the effect that he welcomes a rise in food prices
because this will mean a rise in farm incomes?

Right Hon. P. E. Trudeau (Prime Minister): Mr. Speaker,
this is obviously not a matter of policy. The minister was
expressing pleasure, and I think it is normal for a Minister
of Agriculture to tell farmers that he is happy they are
getting more revenue.

Mr. Lawrence: Mr. Speaker, in view of the endorsation
of those words by the Prime Minister, may I then ask him
whether it is now the policy of the government to leave the
impression that the blame for high food prices should be
laid at the door of the farmers?
