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mitted to the jurisdiction of the court. Once this privi-
lege is waived, the Member surrenders the protection
implicit i it.

Consequently, I amn unable to find from these previous
declarations or in the facts as set out in this present
situation anything that would allow for the extension of
parliamentary privilege to, communications between
Members of Parliament and memrbers of the public.

There is another aspect of this matter which disturbs
me very much. In the supporting documentation
supplied to me by the Hon. Member it is clear that
counsel for the plaintiffs in this case questioned the riglit
of the Hon. Member to dlaim, bis parliamentary immuni-
ty, alleging that this was a matter for the court to decide.
This dlaim was made in total disregard of what was
established and easily verifiable parliamentary law, clear-
ly and explicitly explained by the Law Clerk and Parlia-
mentary Counsel in bis letter of March 15.

Let me state for the record that the right of a Member
of Parliament to refuse to attend court as a witness
during a parliamentary session and during the 40 days
preceding and following a parliamentary session is an
undoubted and inalienable right supported by a host of
precedents.

The Hon. Member did not base bis complaint on the
contents of the letter written by counsel for the plamntiffs
i the case concerned. Had he done so, I would certainly
have had to determine whether or not there was a prima
facie case of contempt of Parliament, of undue pressure
beig brought to bear upon the Member for the purpose
of questioning his night to dlaim parliamentary immunity.
Fortunately, counsel for the plaintiffs withdrew the
subpoena, and the matter did flot proceed further.

To sumn up, on these facts I am unable to, fid that the
protection of parliamentary privilege extends to commu-
nications between Members of Parliament and the pub-
lic. I must also wamn Hon. Members that waiving of a
privilege deprives them of the protection they would
otherwise enjoy, not simply partially, but totally. I arn
gravely concerned that the subpoena was served on a

Member of this buse within parliamentary precincts. I
would appeal to my colleagues, should this occur in the
future, to refuse to accept any writ of summons within
the precinets and to report to the Speaker should such an
attempt be made.

Finally, I take a serious view of the action of a memrber
of the legal profession in questionmng the right of a
Member of Parliainent to claim inimunity front appear-
ing as a witness and alleging that a court, and flot
Parliament, had the power to make a determination ini
such a case.

I want to thank the Hon. Member for Edmonton
Southeast (Mr. Kilgour) for his patience in allowing the
Chair trne to reflect at length on the important issues he
raised ini the House.
