L. Caccia (Davenport): Mr. Speaker, we
welcome the news that Japan has agreed ta camply by
the end of 1992 with a United Nations moratorium on
the use of huge fishing nets known as drift-nets. This is
an abhorrent practice which ravages the oceans. These
vast nets are known as walls of death because they trap
and kill in vast numbers, doîphins, whales, turtles, birds
and ather marine life.

Drift-netting continues still ta be practised by Sauth
Korea. We urge the Government of Canada ta make

special representations to our embassy in Seoul, urging
South Korea ta comply with the moratorium and behave
in an enviranmentally responsible manner.

NAGORNO-KARABAKH

naunced that the Parliament of Azerbaijan today
decided ta abolish the autonomous status of Nagorno-
Karabakh and also change the name of the regional
centre.

Nearly 1,000 people
have been killed and hundreds af thousands farced from
their homes in almost four years of guerrilla fightmng.

I caîl upon my government and the United Nations ta
condemn this latest decisian by the Parliament of Azer-
baijan aggressively.
