A most remarkable discovery has! 
been made in the biochemical labora­
tories of McGill University by Drv 
J. B. CoIIip, chairman of the depart­
ment, and is announced by the Fac­
ulty of Medicine. It is believed that 
results of importance to humanity 
that cannot, as yet, be appraised,; 
will accrue from the investigations 
which will be of particular benefit1 
to womqn. An extract has been de­
rived which offers a remedial agent1 
for certain feminine disorders.

Clinical observation carried out by 
Dr. A. D. Campbell In selected cases 
has led to the hope that eventually' 
results may be obtained in human1 
beings corresponding to the experl-1 
mental findings obtained in working 
with rodents. It is at once appar-
rent that this discovery will be of 
great importance, affecting as it does 
almost every woman to a greater or 
less extent.

The discovered substance must1 
not be regarded as a panacea for 
all women’s disorders, Dr. Camp­
bell emphatically explains. “Our ex­
perience thus far has demonstrated 
that patients should be selected, 
placed in hospitals and thoroughly 
investigated before and during the 
administration of this extract. It is 
hoped that such studies will throw 
new light upon the problems of ovar­
ian dysfunction and hyperthyroidism, 
and, in addition, that the study of 
the ovary-stimulating hormone will 
help to unmask the atiology of cer­
tain of the so-called toxaemias of 
pregnancy.”

Articles by Professor Collip and 
Dr. Campbell appear in the cur­
rent number of the Canadian Medi­
cal Journal which was issued yes­
terday and these give complete tech­
nical details of the discovery ant.
