Quebec Act Was Magna
~ Charta for French in
- Canada.

Before the Canadian Club yester~

day Hon Rodolphe Lemieux made his

address on “The Quebec Act,” the oc-

casion for an emphatic declaration of

French-Canadian loyalty to British
government and institutions. ¥

After reviewing briefly the condi-
ticns” which led to the passing of-the
Quebec Aet in 1774, Mr.  Lemieux
pointed out that it gave French Can-
ada, three things—representative gov-
ernment, responsible government and
Federal government. It introduced
French-Canadians to the notion of a
“pepular” government, and it preserv-
ed for them their laws, customs and
language as well as protecting their
religion. It was, in effect, the French-
Ceanadians’. Magna Charta, and it was
the foundation of French-Canadian
leyalty. 1

“We may differ,”” he said, “as to the
method by which we ean best serve
the British Empirs, but as‘ Canadians,
wh.ether British or French, our minds
are all the same. We are loyal, aypd
I cannot see the object of advertising
half the population of this* country
The great point of union
for every Canadian is his majesty the
kirg, the crown, and-the great in-
strument of freedom which belongs to
me and to you—the British constitu-
tion. The French-Canadian in Que-
bec, the Scotchman in the Highlands,
the Irishman, the Welshman is as
loyal @s the Englishman in Deyon-
¢hire or even the Canadian in To-
rento.”

“TPalk ' not,” - he continued, “to - a
French-Canadian ‘of annexation, be-
cause our constitution retains all that
he loves in monarchv, and- it main-
tains all that there is in democracy.”

ANY PERSON who is the sole head of
a family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter-section. of
available Dominion Land in Maritoba, '

tchewan or Alberta. The applicant
must appear in person at the Dominfon
Lands Agentcy or Sub-Agency for the
District. BEntry by proxy may be made
at any Agency, on certain conditions by -
father, mother, son, daughter, brother or
siater of intending homesteader, ;

Duties : Six months' residence upon
a::& cultlvauotk o% the lagd in each of .

e.years. omesteader live
within nine .miles of his homesw 'oix‘Y:
farm of at least 80 acres, solely’ owned '
and occéupled by him or by his :zmeh
mother, son, daughter, brother or gister.
