mediate operations of government;

A noble Lord, not long ago, made

ufe, in the upper Houfe, of a very

emphatic expoftulation, " Can an arm
** that is galled vvrith a chain, wield

" the fv^rord of honour ?" Undoubt-

edly my Lord, it cannot ; but numbers

who fpeculate lefs on the ftate of fo-

ciety, than your Lordfliip, are able to

perceive, that the chains which gall

their arms, do not all proceed from

Lord North*s taxes; If every thing

elfe in the fociety be right, there can-

not be much amifs in thefe. There

is a gradation, even in evils ; yet no-

thing is more common, than to find

men difapproving of one, and approving

of another, infeparably conneded with

it. Would your Lordfhip and your

aiTociates, untie the heavy burdens ?
