He express-
ed the hope that English would be the
medium of communication, and added
that he did not spedk French., A di-
plomat who does not speak French!
The idea seems absurd. For centuries
the French language has been the heau

ideal of diplomatic intercourse. It is
the tongue of the courtier who in the
salon desires to bestow a graecful com-
pliment, or who, around the council
table, endeavors to cloak his real mean.
ing and mislead his opponent. In Eur-
ope, and, it might almost be added, in
Canada. a knowledge of French is cons
sidered absolutely necessary to a com-
plete education. Things are evidently
different in Japan., No French for the
Japanese diplomat, i{f you please. He
wants the good old Anglo-Saxon, a jan-
guage in which thought is expressed
with directness and force. He discards
the traditions of centuries and plunges
into the language of the new world.
The time is coming when English will
be the universal tongue. This is al-
most the case at the present time,
When our father were young no one
could make a satisfactory tour of the
continent unless he was able to speak
and understand French. To-day, ex-
cept in someu remote corner where
