Baltimore, Md., Sept. 27.—Cardinal Gib-
bons has been asked to act as arbitrator
between the striking miners and the opera-
tors of the anthracite coal region of Pena-
sylvania.

It Is held on good authority that the Car-

o leave the settlement of their disagree-
ment to the head of the Catholic Church io
the United States.
