And Export Tax on Nickel Ore
is Mr. Charlton’s Latest

Protective ldea.

ORtawa, April 18.—Mr. John Charl-
ton's zeal for fair trade or reciprocity
in tariffs with the United States is
standing the test of time. His speech
on the budget won him fame as a
reclaimed free trader and pro-Ameri-
can, and now he is out for an cxport
duty on nickel ore and a countervail-
ing duty on American binder twine.
He urged upon the government to-day
in the House the adoption of these
measures in the interest of Canadian
producers. It was upon motion to go
into supply that the member for North
Norfolk brought these matters to the
attenfion of the House.

Mr. Chariton began by saying that
for 15 years Canada had been the
chief source of supply of the world
for nickel, but the business had been
nmanaged by our United States friends
4n such a way that they have suc-
céeded in getting nearly all the ad-
vantages that can be obtained in this
extensive and lucrative enterprise.
The United States' policy was to ad-
mft ithe maitte ,or refined dre free
of duty and to impose a heavy duty
oh refined nickel, equivalent to $120
per ton. The results had been that
our nickel deposits had been worked
by the companies owning them, and
the matte exported to the United
States and refined in that country.
The policy which we had permitted
the United States to pursue towards
use in this matter had not been con-
ducive to our own interest.

¥ Bécoming More Important,

‘The use of xickel, ‘he continued,
promdises to be much more extensive,
and the c tr:01 of the indust{y to be
of much eater importance in the
near future 'than at present. The
manufacture of nickeliferous pig iron
would constitute an important element
in manufacturing opéx'ations in con-
nection with our minerals. Niekel was
not only essentfal in the manufacture
of armor plates, but was used with
advantage in the manufacture of
structural iron of various kinds, such
as iron for bridges, buildings, etc., and
the control of this business would be
a matter of great importance to the
country which obtains it.

Now, United States capitalists and
business men weré quite wide awake
te the advantages that might be de-
rived from the control of this business,
and within the past few days a great
nickel company had been. formed in
the United States, entitled “The Inter
national Nickel Co,” largely contreoiled

by the American Steel Trust. This
new company, according to The En-
gineering and Mining Journal of April
5, had been incorporated during that
week, with a capital of %$34,000,000,
of which $18,000,000 would be issued
at once to buy up the chiei nickel
deposits of the world, including the
properties of the Canadian\ Copper

million, in Canada.
To Combat the Trust,

Mr. Charlton submitted that there
was this evidence of the formation of
a nickel trust with a capital of $24,-
000,000, allied with the billlon dollar
steel trust tg control the nickel busi-
nes of the/ world. TUnder ‘present

conditions Canada can only export
nickel in its lowest prepared
namely, in the matte,

form,
while the United States charges . 2
heavy duty on refined nickel. :I‘he
trust had already purchased the Cop-
per Cliff nickel property for $4,375,000,
and other Canadian properties at a
valuation. it behooved the gZovern-
ment, therefore, to deal with the
question, and, by patting into op-
eration the present law in regard
to the imposition of export duties,
have the refining done in Canada.
It was an important matter for Eng-
land, too, as the possession of this
nickel meant a serious factor in the
manufacture of armor plate.

Uncle Sam’s Smartness.

Another matter. in avhich our re-
spected and | highly-esteemed  Uncle
Samuel had been a little smart for us
was in the . imposition of an export
duty of $7.50 on Manila fibre export-|
ed from the Philippines, the export
duty beimg impdsed upon the Canadian
manufacturer or imported of Manila,|
while the United States manufacturer
is free of this duty. There was sup-
posed to be reciprocity in kinder twine
between Canada and the United States;
but, while Canada admitted all tinder
twine free, the United States charged
a duty of 40 per cent, on all twine
ccntaining Manila. It would, there-
fore, be seen that both as regards im-
portation of raw material and export
of finished product, the Canadian
manufacturer could not compete with
the American. The only remedy for
this, Mr. Charlton pointed out, was
a countervailing duty of half n
cent per pound.

Government Considering.

Mr. Fielding replied that’'both ques-
tions raised by Mr. Charlton were of
an important character, and had al-
ready engaged the attention of the
government. As regards nickel, the
government, two years ago, took power
to impose export duties; but, after in-
vestigation, it was felt not to be in

the interest of the mineral develop-
ment of Canada to carry it into ef-
fect. The question of the export duty
on Manila had been brought to the

attention of “the government within
the past day or twa by the press, and
by the governments interested in the
matter. It was am entirely new and
upprecedented question, and was now
engaging the attention of the govern-

ment. Whether or not it was a sub-
ject which required immediate atten-
tion would be decided in a few days.

Minister of Interior Came Out Square~
ly on the Matter Last Night
in the House.

GOVERNMENT NOT TO BE HURRIED

Territories Could Not Furnish Ade-
quate Police Protection—_Many
Obstacles Named.

Ottawa, April 18.—The Minister of
the Interior came out squarely to-night
against granting provincial autonomy
to the Northwest Territories. His de-
cided views to this effect were ex-
presgsed during the discussion of the

estimate of $425,359 for expense of
government of the Northwest,
Demands Illustrated.
Walter Scott urged an increase of
the vote for the Territories in vietv
of the mecessarily growing expendi-
ture. He expressed regret that the
question of ' establishing provincial
governments in the west had not been
taken up by the administration. To
illustrate the growth of demands upon
the Territorial treasury he said that

the number of school districts had
Increased from 430 in 1896 to 684 last
year. The increase in 1899 over the
previous year was 44 districts, in 1900
the increase was 52 and last year 10S.
The Territorial government's expendi-
ture on schocls last year was $204,000,
so that education and public works
took up the entire Federal grant.

This precipitated an interesting de-
bate on the question of granting pro-
vineial autonomy to the Ternitories.
Mr. Douglas (East Assiniboia) backed
up Mr. Scott's plea for autonomy,
while Mr. Oliver (Alberta) declared
the need was not imperative. Mr. Mc-
Creary, as a Manitoba representative,
endorsed the claims of the Territories
for a larger grant. Messrs. Ingram (E.
Bilgin), Boyd (Macdonald), and Dr.
Roche (Marquette). censured the
Minister of the Interior for failing to
comply with the request of the Terri-
torial government for autonomy.

R. L. Borden agreed that the Terri-
tories required better financial treat-
ment, and pointed out that the money
spent in Drummond County mailway
deals would have far more than satis-
fied the financial requirements of the
Territories.

Mr, Siftom’s Position.

Mr. Sifton claimed that the Terri-
tories were getting better treatment
from the present than from the pre
vious government, and held that there
was no need to ba in'a hurry over
the granting of autonomous powers.
One thing  the Territories could not
do, he said, if given . provincial auto-
pomy and that was furnish adequate
police proteetion: they would have to
come back to the Dominion to supply
this service. It would be well, there-~
fore, for parliament to take a couple
of vears to consider this matter.
if given Provincial autonomy. and that
was to furnish adequate police pro-

One of the most obnoxious clauses
of the concession was that which
granted to the syndicate all abandoned
claims, thus preventing re-locations of
these claims and locking up a large
section of the gold-bearing district
of the Klondike. This feature has
been abandoned. It is now proviied
that the syndicate can only enter upon
abandoned ground when they are veady
to put water upon it, and ‘even then
they will have no exclusive right, but
may only stake as ordinary miners.

Thus the immense tract included in
the concession under the original
grant, so far as abandoned c¢laims
are concerned, fs not locked up, but
will be open to re-location by ordinary
meners,

Louis Vincent McBrady, barrister,
young and strenuous, will do his level
best to lead the cause of Liberalism to
viotory in East Toronto, unless within
‘the next seven days he takes
fright at what he confessed seemed a
rather difficult proposition and declines
the honor.
