He will also, in the course 
of the next week or so, attend 
great functions at Dayton and 
Cincinnati, Ohio. The popu­
larity of the great leader of 
ihis Society seems to be grow­
ing each day, and the bold 
which the Society itself has 
upon the public seems to be 
ever strengthening. We notice 
that the accumulated funds ol 
the Society now amount to not 
very far from $8,000,000.00. 
One is almost staggered when 
he looks back to a period of 
iwentv-three years ago and 
sees the Treasury of the Order 
with only $3.88 in it.
