Mr. Bernard Loiselle (Parliamentary Secretary to Minister 
of Industry, Trade and Commerce): The only available pub­
lished information on the subject of amount paid to the federal 
government by the province of Quebec can be extracted from 
Statistics Canada’s Provincial Economic Accounts, 1961- 
1974—Experimental Data*. Estimations are on a calendar 
rather than fiscal year basis and the most recent year for 
which these figures are available is 1974. In line with the 
general concepts of national accounting, federal revenues have 
been allocated to provinces according to where production that 
can be associated with such revenues takes place. For example, 
indirect taxes—such as federal sales and excise taxes and 
customs duties—have been allocated on the basis of where 
goods subject to tax are deemed to have been produced rather 
than on the basis of where they were consumed.
