THE WORK OF THE YEAR

Detailed Report of Dispensary and
Werk of Nurse---The Matter
of The New Hospital in East
St. John ' :

N

At the annual meeting of the St. John
Association for the Prevention of Tuber-
culodis, held this.afternoon, the executive
presented their report of the work done
since the last  annual ‘meeting in Novem-
ber, 1914, as’ follows:—

Dispensary.

The work of the dispensary has been
carried on steadily during the year un-
der our experienced nutrse, but with this
change, viz.:—that owing to the doctors
on the staff being so busy it was deem-
ed advisable to employ one doctor on'a
small salary. Dr. A. E. Logie was .ap-
pointed in June and since then has been
at the dispensary three afternoons a
week for the examination and treatment

of the cases that present themselves.
The dispensary has been open 177
days in all, fifty-four for children and
128 for adults, with attendance of 566
—ninety-two children and 474 adults,
and 490 prescriptions were_filled. At the
beginning of the year there were twenty-
three children' and sikty-two ‘adults on
the books, a total of eighty-five. One
hundred and forty-nine new cases were
reported during the year—forty-five chil-
lren and 104 adults. Of these ninety
were discharged and nineteen died, leav-
ing 125 on the list at the present time.
. A good many of these cases come for
examination and observation and are of-
ten discharged as non-tubercular. While
the number of attendédnces.has not been
so large as last year, especially amongst
the children, there are on:the books: a
larger number of patients. Your com-
mittee feel that there are a large num-
ber of cases in St. John that do not come
to the dispensary, and we again ask any-
one knowing of such cases to bring them
under the notice of the nurse or
member of the executive. L z
'During the last year six ‘cases. have
been sent to River/Glade, three children
and three young girls. The children have
gll been sent home cured and’the other
rases discharged much improved. As we
have very little funds for the board of

It was hoped that
this new ' would have béen open-
ed long ere this, but delay. 'hu‘ﬁem
caused by © difficulties in ' procuting
laundrys ‘and ‘electric plants.” Dr. Ferris
is, moreover, ‘already in residence and
sometime in December the hospital will
be ready t0 receive the patients. There
are a number of cases which have been
walting some time to go there. It has
always been a great question to know
‘what to do with advanced cases.

Since our-last annual meeting we have
received a bequest from the late Robert
Thomson of $8,000. The tag-day fund,
amounting to $2,499.74, which has been
at interest 'in the Bank' of Nove Scotia
for five years: has been handed’ over to
the dispensary’ committee. = These
amounts have been investéd in‘the prov-
incial bonds:and yield us an annual in-
come of $8756 without which it 'would

have been ‘impossible to run the dispens-|'

ary during the-last yedr," for instead of

our number: of subscribers increasing, as]

we had hoped, it-has fallen off from 811
to sixty-five, and the amount subscribed
from $680 in 1914 to $281 in 1915. At
one time the finanees were at such a low
ebb as_to leave only $.12 in the treasury
when the monthly bills were paid. The
total amount collected during the year
for dispensary work was $442.41, and of
this amount over $150 was given by'the
Loyalists and De "Monts chapters 1. O.
D. E. Our milk and egg fund, part of
which has been used for paying the
board of patients sent to River Glade,
has been helped by sources ‘beforé men-
tioned. In conclusion, the executive beg
to thank the following:—The commis-
sioners of the General Public Hospital,
for the board and lodging of our nurse;
the city commissioners. for the use of
the dispensary rooms; the Saint John
Press for the printing of reports, etc.,
from time to time and all those who
have contributed during the year to the
support of the association.
