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. SIGNIFICANT SUGGESTION

The Little Englander is no more. Here
is the London Times suggesting that King
George hold court in the various capitals
of his dominions. There is a certain degree
of fascination in the suggestion, especially
for those.who confess a weakness for the
pomp of courts; but the significant thing
is that it should come from the‘rLondon
Times. It-is a remarkable evidence of the
changed point of view in England in re-
gard to imperial matters, and a striking
recognition of the status of the oversea
states. Earl Grey in more than one
speech has foreshadowed the time when
the real centre of the British empire may
be in Canada instead of in the United
Kingdom. The London Times, assuming
that the monarchy is to be perpetuated,
sees a king holding court at Ottawa. its
statement is quoted in today’s special cable
o the Times-Star, and will provoke uni-
versal comment. Beyond question a visit
from the King to the capitals of the over-
sea states would arouse great enthusiasm,
but it is open to question whether an it-
inerant court would appeal to the popular
mind. Possibly the London Times does
. not mean more than would be implied in
a brief visit by the King, attended by a
small suite, and this would be hailed with
enthusiasm. It'is evident that the over-
seas empire is to loom ‘large in imperial
affairs in the years to come, and Can-
adians will be gratified to.learn that the
fact is impressing itself so strongly upon

the public mind in the mother country.

LAWS NOT ENFORCED
The sale of liquor to interdicts is too
common an offence in St. John. Several
cases have lately come before the police
court, but there always seems to be dif-
ficulty in proving the offence.
. Here is a sample case. On Wednesday

last, just one week ago, a man who is an|*

interdict, but who had been a total ab-
stainer for about five months, got drunk.
He has been drunk ever since. Friends
did all possible to prevent him from get-
ting liquor and one of them kept him in
his own home two nights in succession.
But the man eluded all his friends and
kept himself primed with liquor. He was
served in saloons. He got it from seme
source on Raturday night after the saloons
were closed. He got it on Sunday. Dur-
ing his period of five months sobriety he
bad often stated that there was never any
trouble for any man to get liquor when-
ever he wanted it. Evidently he spoke the
truth. And yet his name is on the list
of interdicts, and any man who knew him

 and served him knew that drink meant
ruin for this man. A week ago he had a
good position and excellent prospects. To-
day his position is gone, he has no hcard-
ing house and no money; and is tecding
the flame of insatiable appetite at ~he ex-
pense of persons who give him a dime or
a quarter or half a dollar to get rid of
him, or give it through a false notion that
they are doing a_friendly act.

Is this a comedy—or a tragedy? If the
latter, does all the responsibility rest upon
the wretched victim—or should raloon
keepers, drug clerks, and professed fricnds
who encouraged him to drink bear a por-
tion cf the burden?

This story is not a fable, nor is the
whole story told. Nor is it a solitary in-
stance. The police could do something te
improve conditions if they would r cke
themselves more thoroughly familiar with
the liquor license law and their duty with
mgard to its enforcement, and then yro-
<eed to do their duty without fear or fav-
or. For instance, drunken men are openly
served in saloons every day. If dealers
will not observe the law they should be
made to suffer the consequences.

Queer Use for Postal

A. J. Farwell, of Brooklyn, N. Y., is
credited with having established a record
for fine writing with a common pen. In
a contest held at Greenwich, Conn., Far-
well wrote 13,170 words on the back of an
ordinary postal card. While Farwell is
quite handy with a pen his writing is some-
what coarse compared to that of Rila Kit-
tredge, a famous old penman of Belfast,
Me., who died recently at the age of 92.
He wrote 46,000 words on a postal card of
the ordinary variety.
