ristlesLondon, Feb. 8—What the vaccinator 
is always fighting against is the psychic 
effect of the needle. Convince people 
that vaccines taken by the mouth as 
pellets are as effective as those injected 
subcutaneously by the needle, and they 
will swallow glassfuls. But we shall 
require a great deal more evidence be­
fore we can put our trust in vaccina­
tion by the mouth.”

This comment was made recently by 
an eminent London bacteriologist on a 
lecture on vaccines before the Royal 
Society of Tropical Medicine and Hy­
giene by Professor Besredka, of the 
Pasteur Institute.

The professor says that protection 
against disease afforded by vaccina­
tions is due not to the presence of 
“antidotes” in the blood—the accepted 
idea—but to the fact that special tis­
sues, such as the skin, are armed with 
their own defensive mechanism, and 
that vaccination should in all cases be 
directed to the special tissues.

He therefore, in cases of typhoid and 
dysentery, administers his vaccines by 
the mouth. In cases of boils, and so 
on, he vaccinates the skin by the ap­
plication of dressings soaked In bac­
terial cultures.

“I do not believe that the vaccina­
tion of one special tissue is as effective 
as if you take the whole body,” con­
tinued the bacteriologist.
