Berlin, July 28—The public here was 
very nervous today and alarmist rum­
ors continued to circulate. A run on the 
savings banks in which the poorer classes 
deposit their money, was resumed this 
morning. The stock market was dis- 
courageci as it saw its hopes of a speedy 
mitigation of the tension disappointed 
by Germany’s failure to agree to Sir Ed­
ward Grey’s suggestions.

Hopes of peace faded today when a 
ministerial council called by Emperor 
William at Potsdam adjourned without 
any announcement that Germany would 
accept England’s proposal. “Germany’s 
line of action has been settled,” said a 
prominent government official, but he re­
fused to give any details. No 
was made of the fact that government 
circles regarded the situation as most 
grave. The Kaiser took part in the 
cabinet meeting.

Vienna, July 28—Austria today de­
clared war against Servia. Official noti­
fication was sent to Belgrade for trans­
mission to the Servian government. This 
action was made as soon as the Austro- 
Hungarian government was notified that 
Germany had refused to become a party 
to any conference having for its aim the 
mediation of the difference between Ser­
via and Austria. The government gave 
formal notice through the British am­
bassador here that it would refuse to 
halt hostilities pending the result of 
such a conference, and shortly afterward 
issued the declaration of war.

London, July 28—“There are no new 
developments in the near east situation,” 
stated Premier Asquith in parliament 
this afternoon. “I hope,” he added “that 
no unfavorable inference will be drawn 

v from tliis statement.”
Servis Defiant

Kraguyevatz, Senna, July 28—“We 
will crush Austria.” With these proud 
words King Peter of Servia today pro­
claimed himself and his country ready 
for combat and set at rest rumors that 
he was urging Prince Alexander to yield 
to Austria without giving battle.

“By calling upon all the reserves,” said 
King Peter, with flashing eyes, “we will 
be able to put half a million men in the 
field. Every man is resolved to perish 
in the last ditch, rather than allow their 
country, which has just risen after 600 
years of oppression, to be crushed. My 
Serbs are equal to a million Czechs, Hun­
garians, Germans, Ruthenians and Slav­
onians who form the Austrian army.”
The Danube Crossed.

London, July 28—Reports received in 
Paris, Berlin and London, today indicate 
that Austrian troops have crossed the 
Danube into Servian territory.

Two army corps occupied Belgrade 
without resistance, according to word 
reaching the Austrian embassy in Paris. 
Unofficial reports in Berlin and London, 
declare a detachment of Austrians in­
vaded Servia at Mitrovici, fifty miles 
northwest of Belgrade. The Servians, it 
is said, withdrew before the advance of 
the Austrians.

Vienna, July 28—Austfo-Hungarian 
patrol boats captured two Servian ships 
carrying arms and ammunition near 
KoceVar today, according to a despatch 
received here. Servian troops are re­
ported to have been defeated by invad­
ing Austrians, about fifty miles west 
of Belgrade.

The greatest patriotic demonstration 
ever witnessed here occurred last night 
and today great throngs marched through 
the streets of the capital with angry 
cries of “Down with Servia” and “We 
want war with Russia.”

Brussel, Belgium, July 28—Nestor Wil- 
mart, a Belgian banker, railroad man, 
newspaper proprietor and sportsman, 
was sentenced today to ten years’ im­
prisonment and $800 fine on a charge 
of swindling the public out of $8,400,000 
by over issuing shares in the Ghent-Ter- 
neuzen Railway in 1912.

The department of water and sewer­

age will start tomorrow to renew all the 
hydrants in Charlotte street between St 
James street and King Square. In place 
of the single nozzle hydrants now in use, 
the new three-way fire-plugs will be in­
stalled and a greatly increased capacity 
will be provided for. Instead of a four 
inch pipe connected with a three inch 
stop-cock, the new plugs will be served 
with pipes measuring six inches with 
stop-cocks of the same dimensions.

Altogether provision has been made 
for the installation of fifty new hydrants 
this year and in each case, the old one 
way hydrants will be replaced with the 
more modem form with three connec­
tions.
