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HOW IT WAS DONE.

Japanese Had a Comparatively Easy
Victory in Capturing the
Chinese Stronghold.

Opinions as to What Will Follow
the Last Defeat of the
Chinesao.

London, Nov. 24.—A Shanghai dis-
patch says the fall of Port Arthur cre-
ated great excitement in Shanghai. All
accounts agree that the Chinese fought
gallantly. = Some of the officers and men
were cut down at their posts by the
Japanese,

engaged the attention of the fort while
the troops closed around the fort at the
rear.. 'Then the torpedo boats made a
sudden concerted dash and succeeded in
getting inside the harbor. The Japan-
ese artillery kept up a continuous fire
upon the Chinese forts. After the first
onslaught by the Japanese the resist-
ance of the Chinese is said to have been
feeble, and finally the Chinese troops be-
came panic stricken and fled:

The Globe’s Shanghai dispatch says
China has sent a special agent to Japan
with instruections to accept any terms of
peace except a cession of any portion of
China. proper to ‘the Japanese.

A Shanghai dispatch says part of the
Chinese fleet will remain at Port Ar-
thur and the rest will cruise in the Gulf
of Pechili.

Several foreign and English ‘banks
have offered to contract for the Chinese
war indemnity, a gold loan at 4 per cent.

Japanese corps is destined for. Weihai-
wei, which place is in utter collapse and
confusion.

Bebel and his party, the
delegates from North and Central Ger-
many, have, however, imposed the will
of the majority on ithem, and denied
them the right of modifying the Social-
ist programme .according to circumstan-
ces. . Now the South German and Ba-
varian Socialists, with Vollmar and
Grillenberger at their head, have virtu-
ally broken loose from the national par-
ty. Vollmar and Grillenberger, in the
newspapers of Munich, charge  Bebel
with being solely responsible for this
disruption of the party.  Grillenberger
in an especially ~viclent attack warns
Bebel that he is not the -czar, and the
Socialist party is not the Russian em-
pire.

past and entered the political arena like
any layman.

They know .that a
priest who had declared- that if he could
he would wipe out every parochial school
and that the time had eome for the state
to turn down the church in money mat-
ters, was mno fit representative of a
Catholic body. Yet Archbishop Ireland
wrote letters private and confidential to
menibers of a Republican legislature -in
favor of his candidate as against ‘any
one made acceptable to the bishop of the
state.”

Along the route the Czar was enthusias-
tically cheered. = The various halls of
the winter palace were crowded with
royalty, nobles, and ladies and gentle-
men of court. 'The bride, accompanied
by the Czarina, had driven to the winter
palace early without ceremony from the
palace of the Grand Duke Sergius. The
Czar, attended by the King of Den-
mark, King of Greece and Prince of
Wales, awaited the arrival of the bride,
her train being held by four dignitaries,
entered- the hall. She wone a jewelled
crown. and robe of white brocaded silk
with a mantle of strawberry-colored vel-
vet, trimmed with gold and a double
row of ermine.

He was assured by me personal-
ly and:- by other members of the staff
that if he were suffering wrong he had
nothing to de but to appeal te one of us
and he would receive protection: ‘ He
declined to give me any information.
On the other hand, he had already arm-
ed himself with “a pistol* and ammuni-
tion. ° It is-impossible for me to regard
Cadet Plummer’s conduet otherwise than
as the result of childish inexperience,
which under other ecircumstances comld
be looked upon only as gross contempt of
authority.
