But the artistic temper­
ament that they create, or at any rate 
reveal, is still more to me.

I 
know you are surprised at my talking to 
you like this. You have not realized 
how I have developed. I was a school­
boy when you knew me. I am. a min 
now. I have new passions, new thoughts, 
new ideas.
