Other
than to admit that they discussed the
McNamara case in so far as 1t per-
tained to the investigation which is to
be conduéted by the federal grand jury,
Detective Burns would not talk. When
asked if “he “wished - the McNameara
trial had proceeded; the detéctive sald:

STATEMENT BY DISTRICT
ATTORNEY FREDERICKS

Abaut 812,000 Alleged to Have

“EpEen f}t(}mlsed Jurors=in
McNamara Case

Los Angeles, Cal.,, Dec. “4—Distriet
Attorney John D. Fredericks: to-day
notified the Associated Press that Burt
H. Franklin, a detective employed by
fhe MeNamara defence, and now un-
der arrest on a charge of attempted
bribery of a venireman - with $4,000,
actually paid ‘to Robert F. Bain, the
first sworn juror in the case, $500, and
promised $3,500 more at the end of the
trial if- he would vote for acquittal-or
secure a disagreement of the Jury.

The district attorney - produced a
sworn copy of this by Mrs. Robert F.
Bain,- wife of the juror, given in his
office last Friday. Mrs. Bain not only
but said how
franklin ¢ame to Her ‘house on Octo-
ber 6, a few days before her husband
would be summoned to serve on the
jury.

The district attorney declared that
only one more case of bribery so far
as he knew had not yet been uncover-
ed, ‘and that- the amounts in that case
had been similar to the Lockwood and
Bain cases, so that in all about $12;000
was promised by the defence to ‘infia-
ence jurymen.

He declared that one of the -wit-
nesses. in the Franklin case would re-
veal the details of the alleged bribery
in which Frankiin participated, He
declared that at present no imore ar-
rests were intended, but that revesla-
tions might make it necessary to :ap-
prehend persons upon whose -orders
Franklin is supposed to have acted.

It was sald later to-day ‘thai the
prosecution had learned "that ‘nearly
every man in the jury box had. been
approached with reference to his ver-
dict in the- case, and that attempis
had@ been. made to bribe these meén. It
was asserted that procesdings In the
Franklin case would reveal, however,
that at least two jurors, besides Bain
and Loekwood; ' indirectiy ‘‘accepted
bribes. Sworn statements, the district
attorney admitted, were invhis posses-
sion 'in each case where 8 ~bribe had
been accepted.

Attorney Darrow of the defence was
at his office as wusual teo-day. Asked
further as to the knowledge of his
plans; which labor leaders are alleged
to have had before the McNamaras

confessed, Attorney Darrow declared
that while he sent for laber leaders to
come here, Edward W. Nickels, secre-
tary of the Chicago Federation of La-
bor, was the only one who came, and
he was fully informed at all times
about the situation.

“I talked over everything with Mr.
Nickels,” said Darrow, “and-I assume
that he transmitted detafls of the situ-
ation to Mr. Gompers.” "

Mr. Nickels, Mr, Darrow .- asserted.
was practically the ‘répresentative of
the Federation of Labor, énd that when
the conferences concerning the - con=
fessions concluded, Niekels was con-
vinced that to save the lves 'of the
McNamaras the only way open:was to
confess the guilt by them, with the
hope of clemency when sentenced.

RUSSIAN  FORCE
NEARING

PERSIAN TROOPS
MAY OFFER RESISTANCE

‘@rder to_Adyance - Will Be/

London, Dec. 4—A Times dispatch
from Teheran says advance parties-of
400 Russian troops are reported to be

nearing Teheran. It is probable, says

the dispatch, that some resistance will
be offered to the advance.

The Daily Telegraph's St. Peters-
burg correspondent .%ays that if Persia

Russian troops reach Kasbin, the
troops will be withdrawn. If not they
will advance on Teheran and remain
there until complete - satisfaction is

given.
Assembly Resigns.

Teheran, Dec¢. 4.—Ten thousand per-
sons, cartrying banners, with the in-
scription “Death or -Independence,”
marched.to the Amériean legation ves-
terday and appealed to the minister to
urge the government to support the
American principle of fair play and
justice.

Englishmen are aroused against Sir

Edward Grey, the British foreign sec-
retary, and think Mr. Shuster, . the
treasurer-general o Persia, outplayed
him . by revoking the appointment of
Englishmen to which Sir Edward ob-
jected.
The British correspondents said they
are making it plain in their dispatches
that they belleve ““e Pritish foreign
minister is ruining the prestige of his
own countrymen, which might be re-
garded as  “laughable if 1t was not
tragie.”

The Persian assembly resigned  to-
day. ~ The body of Cossocks have ar-
rived to protect the Russian legation.
Cossacks  have also reached Kasbin.

The Russian troeps at Resht have
disarmed  the local Persfan military
and occupied the telegraph office. They
are acting as-if war had been de-
echred.  Two-thousand additional Rus-
sian  troops - have arrived from_  the
south of Resha.
