(From Thursday’s Daily.)
For his murderous attack with a razor 

Upon a woman on Herald street yester­
day afternoon Joseph LaPlont must 
spend ten years in the provincial peni­
tentiary. Such was the penalty inflict'ed 
upon him by Magistrate Hall in the 
police court this morning, who took oc­
casion to draw the prisoner’s attention 
to his narrow escape from a more serious 
charge and a worse fate. The informa­
tion was altered so as to charge the 
accused with wounding with intent to do 
grievous bodily harm instead of with at­
tempted murder. The code provides the 

penalty for both, the extreme 
punishment in each being imprisonment 
for life. The magistrate, however, is not 
empowered to try a case of attempted 
murder, hence the change. There was 
quite a crowd in the court room when 
the case was called. Asked if he wished 
to engage counsel the prisoner replied 
that “he didn’t see that it would be of 
any use.” He elected to be tried by the 
magistrate, remarking that they “might 
as well get it over as soon as possible.” 
When the charge was read to him he 
admitted wounding the woman, but said 
he had no intention of doing her grievous 
bodily harm.

Upon the magistrate^ Inquiry for cir­
cumstances, the victim of the attack 
was put on the witness stand. She 
stated that the accused came t'o her 
house yesterday about noon, and said he 
wanted to find some of his things. She 
told him to go and find them, and then 
returned to her 
info the room, and the woman told him 
that she didn't want to have anything 
more to do with him, and he replied: 
“Well, if I can’t have yon, no- one else 

She had get up while this 
vernation was in progress, and as he ut­
tered these last words he drew a razor 
and placing his left arm around her neck, 
began cutting her first on the chest, then 
on the throat. She struggled desperately, 
and got out of the room and into the 
front apartment, her assailant holding 
her all the time. He threw her to the 
floor and began kicking her, dropping the 
razor. Suddenly he picked it up again, 
and was about to resume his attack upon 
her, but when he saw the blood on his 
hands he seemed to realize what he was 
doing, and desisted. She thereupon got 
up and ran out through the back door 
and across the street. She was bleeding 
profusely. She saw LaPlont a short 
time afterwards with a couple of officers.

In reply to a question from the chief, 
she said she couldn’t recall exactly what 
LaPtcmt said while he was assaulting 
her, but several times he exclaimed : “If 
I can’t have you, no one else will.” He 
did not act as if he was under the in­
fluence of liquor. She never had any 
trouble with him before, although for 
the past two weeks they had spoken of 
parting company.

To the magistrate she said LaPlont 
cut her four or five times, once on the 
throat, once on the chest and twice on 
the hands. After he had picked up his 
razor in the front room he did not use 
it on her again.

Asked if he had any questions to ask 
the witness, LaPlont replied “No,” what 
she says is all true."

Dr. F. Hall testified to the character 
of the wounds inflicted on the woman. 
There was an incised one starting from 
the point of hër chin, there was one over 
her breast, while a finger and the palm 
Of her right hand were also cut. The 
wounds on her chin and breast were not 
deep. Had they been deeper they might 
have been fatal. As it was, however, 
they were not dangerous.

Constable Best gave evidence' regard­
ing the arrest of LaPlont, whom he 
formally cautioned as sopn as he was 
taken in charge. The âccused seemed 
cool and collected, and although he. had 
been drinking he was not drunk.

The accuned: “I was under the . in­
fluence of liquor and didn’t know what 
I was doing.”

Magistrate Hall remarked that nothing 
in the evidence indicated that the prison­
er was drunk when this crime was com­
mitted, “and if you were,” he continued, 
“it would make no difference, as drunk­
enness is no excuse for crime. It is very 
fortunate tor you that yon are not here 
on a much jnore serious charge. Judg­
ing by the evidence of the first witness, 
which you say is tnue, it is a mere 
chance that instead of wounding, the 
case that we have been examining into 
was not one of murder, and if that had 
been charged you would have found in" 
drunkenness no excuse, 
class of crime is rare here and we do not 
desire it to become common. It is, there­
fore, absolutely necessary to make your 
sentence one that will serve as a warn­
ing to others. Whether you have ever 
been in trouble before I don’t know, but 
this is an exceptionally ' serious offence. 
It is unnecessary to say anything fur­
ther except to pronounce sentence upon 
you. Yon are sentenced to ten years’ 
imprisonment in the British Columbia 
penitentiary.” .

The prisoner appeared to be greatly re­
lieved when the ordeal was over. He 
murmured “thanks” when sentence was 
pronounced.

The regular annual meeting of the 
Victoria branch Of the British and 
Foreign Bible Society was held Thurs­
day in the St. Andrew’s Presbyterian 
schoolroom. N. Shakespeare, the presi­
dent, occupied the chair. The report of 
the secretary was submitted as follows:

Mr. President, Ladles and Gentlemen:—
U is with feelings of great pleasure that I 
present to you the annual report of the 
Victoria branch of the Bible Society. This 
year has been a, memorable one in the his­
tory of the work; never before has such en­
thusiasm been manifested as was shown in 
the many meetings held and articles writ­
ten all over the world to celebrate the cen­
tenary of the British and Foreign Bible 
Society. Time will not permit us to give 
extracts from the speeches of eminent men 
who have paid great tribute to this work.

During the-year we received a visit from 
the Rev. J. H. Ritson, secretary, of London, 
England, who "Was sent out In the Interest 
of the work, or, as be puts it himself, to 

. consult with our partners In Canada. Dur­
ing his visit a conference of the Canadian 
auxiliaries was summoned and met In To­
ronto on September 14th and 15th. On the 
principle that in unity Is strength, it was 
recommended that there be a federation of 
the 14 auxiliaries and their 1,200 branches, 
under the title “The Canadian Bible So­
ciety Auxiliary to the British and Foreign 
Bible Society.” This title Is Intended to 
emphasize, first, Canada's own responsibil­
ity In Bible work, and secondly, to proclaim 
Its oneness with the parent society. The 
consolidation of the present auxiliaries in­
to the new society will come Into effect on 
April the 26th.

The British and Foreign Bible Society has 
added eight new languages to the society’s 
list during the year, making the total of 
378 languages and dialects. Many of these 
cover only a small portion of the Scrip­
tures, a Gospel, the Psalms, the Acts, or the 
New Testament.

There is a possibility that the E. &
N. railway may not pass to the C. P. R. 
under the present agreement entered in­
to between James Dutismuir and the big 
corporation. Trouble has arisen in con­
nection with the bill introduced into the 
Dominion House for the ratifying of the 
agreement.

According to the agreement made the 
sale was not to take place until a hill 
ratifying the sale had passed the Domin­
ion parliament It was further specified 
in the agreement that a petition praying 
for this bill should be presented at the 
present sitting of the parliament by the 
C. P. R. Among the terms which- the 
bill introduced was to contain appears 
the following:

“The E. & N. Railway Company shall 
not by reason of entering into the said 
agreement, or selling its said line of rail­
way thereunder, be held or deemed, or 
taken to have waived or lost, or preju­
diced, or affected in anywise, however, 
any of 
author! ti
leges held or possessed by the E. & N. 
Railway Company at the time of enter­
ing into the said agreement and selling 
the said line of railway, but all such 
franchises, rights, powers, authorities, 
exemptions, grants and privileges shall, 
notwithstanding the entering into of such 
agreement and the completion of such 
sale, remain, exist and continue in full 
force and effect, unprejudiced and un­
impaired for the benefit, profit and ad­
vantage of the E. & N.”

This section translated into every day 
English is construed as meaning that the 
lands now held in connection with the 
E. & N. railway shall be exempt from 
taxation after the sale of the line has 
been, completed.

If this section is altered in any way. 
Mr. Dunsmuir may, it is believed, ac­
cording to the agreement, declare the 
deal off.

The government of the province is be­
ing urged to take action towards seeing 
that the interests of the province are not 
in any way interfered with in the way 
of exempting the land from taxation. 
The C.P.R., being very materially inter­
ested, may also be egerting its influence 
in a contrary way. By some who have 
made a careful study of the agreement 
between the parties, it is contended that 
there is nothing to really warrant the 
stand that the land will remain free from 
taxation if the terms of the agreement 
are lived up to. Some skilled in inter­
preting legal documents say that while 
a construction to convey some such 
meaning may bel placed on the wording, 
yet in an appeal to the courts it is very 
doubtful if that coùstruetion could be- 
well established.

James Dunsmuir, however, is said to 
in nowise be opposed to cancelling the 
agreement now. The sale of the railway 
for $1,000,000, which is the actual figure, 
is considered a very good bargain for 
the C.P.R. It is reported that the Grand 
Trunk Pacific has expressed itself as 
agreeable to paying $1,250,000 for the 
road.

Vice-President Morse is known to have 
been very much impressed with the re­
sources of Vancouver Island^ and It is 
believed he would readily advise his com­
pany to purchase not only the E. & N. 
railway, but also the land grant.

Nothing in the application made on 
behalf of Mrs. Joan Dunsmuir for pro­
tection of her interests is expected to in­
fluence the transaction. It is understood 
that the question of the exemption of the 
land from taxation is the all-important 
one in deciding whether the deal shall 
be completed at this time.

CYRUS H. BOWESIt was on his way from the 
Sea that he first visited Victoria. 

He and Mrs. Harper were en route to 
London, England. Charmed with Vic­
toria he decided to stop off a few days,. 
and becoming enamored with the place 
took up hid residence here.

About a year ago he began story writ­
ing for the magazines, deserting dry sta­
tistics for a time. His stories took, and 
since that time he has been kept extreme­
ly busy. Lippincott’s, Ainslee’s, the 
Smart Set and many other publications . 
have gladly accepted his work.

These short stories were but the be­
ginning of what is likely to prove the 
broader field for Mr. Harper. His first 
novel was written, and is even now, be­
fore it appears a success, so great is 
the demand for it. His publishers have 
no fear with respect todt, and endeavor­
ed to secure the rights outright. This 
Mr. Harper would not agree to, but re­
served his royalties on the sale of the 
novel. He is not. disposed to state ex­
actly what his arrangements with his 
publisher are, but does not deny that 
$17,000 has been offered. This could 
only be in an initial .way, however, and 
by no. means represents what he is 
likely to make out of the work.

Doubleday-Page & Co. expect that the 
book will readily run into 100,000 copies. 
The Canadian representatives of this 
house, Allen & McLeod, of Toronto, re­
port very large sales' in this country. 
Mr. Allen was in Victoria this week, and 
says they never handled a novel which 
is having as ready a sale on the start. 
The initial sales to Victoria dealers alone 
was one hundred copies, which is a 
record for a new novel. In Vancouver 
the sales are reported to have been even 
greater.

Coincident almost with the appear­
ance of “The Mortgage on the Brain” 
has appeared a psycological work, which 
is attracting a great deal of attention. 
This is the work on “Multiple Person­
ality,” which has just recently been 
published. It is written by Prof. Boris, 
of Harvard University, and Prof. Good- ' 
hart, of Yale. Strangely enough these 
noted psyeologists set oift to prove exact­
ly what the hero in, Mr. Harper’s novel 
proves in the course of the story.

Known to but a few intimate friends 
he has made, Vincent Harper lives in an 
unpretentious .cottage . on. Craigflower 
road, within the city. Everything about 
the'place indicates that It is but a tem­
porary-home. At anyiinameot the spirit 
for change may possess the occupant, 
and he will be forced to find a new home. 
Mr. Harper is a young man, probably 
not over 38 years.

In order to give the Times readers a 
true picture of this now famous author, • 
a photograph was requested' from him. 
His answer was given quickly that he 
never had à picture taken.

He is a ready talker, but not about, 
himself. He" will converge, freely about 
his work and about a wide variety of 
subjects upon which he is extremely well 
informed, but about himself he has little 
to say. The success of his writings has 
in no way made him vain. He is intense­
ly interestel in the reports of.the success 
attending “The Mortgage on the Brain,” 
but he loses himself in the work.

His home in, Victoria he has named 
“The Shack o’ Dreams.” It is essential­
ly his workshop, and he does his writing 
unattended with anything of a luxurious 
nature. Simple in his tastes, Mr. Har­
per loses sight of everything but his 
literary work. There is an entire ab­
sence of dilettantism about his writings. 
His long experience on statistical work 
has no doubt given an extremely practi­
cal character to his work. He there­
fore proceeds under high pressure, wast­
ing little time. As soon as one novel is 
clear he begins the next.

“The Mortgage on the Brain” was no 
sooner placed than its successor was 
commenced, and already “The Crusts” is 
far advanced. Doubleday-Page & Co. 
insisted upon another novel from him as 
soon as they accepted his first work. 
Willingly Mr. Harper plunged into har­
ness again, and under high pressure is 
hastening this second volume to com­
pletion.

“The Crusts” deals with the extremes 
in society as thçy exist to-day. The plot 
is laid in Chicago, and the situation of 
the upper and the lower crusts in life are 
depicted. Mr. Harper has extreme sym­
pathies. He has studied sociological 
subjects not only in actual life during 
his wide travels, but has also acquainted

The society maintained 900 colporteurs at 
work throughout the past year at a cost 
of about $220,000, and they s«14 over 2,000,- 
000 copies of the Scriptures. The society 
also supported 680 Bible women in connec­
tion with 40 different missionary organiza­
tions and has assisted in the support of 
ether Bible women in Malaysia, Canada, 
South America, and London, England.

Last year the Bible Society printed 1,500,- 
OOO copies of the Scriptures for China, 934,- 
000 of these were put into actual circula­
tion, 800,000 having been sold by colpor­
teurs. Nevertheless, for every person in - 
China who has a Bible, there are about 
2,000 who have none, for every person who 
has a New Testament there are 250 with­
out. For every person who has a single 
copy of the Gospel there hre 40 who are 
without, so the work has only began. The 
Issues from the presses of the Bible Society 
last year totalled 1,067,154 Bibles, 1,449,808 
Testaments, and 3,190,399 portions, a total 

' of 5,697,361 books. The number of com­
plete Bibles is about 60,000 above that of 
the previous year. Never -before has the 
society sent out a million Bibles in a single 
year. The total issues of the society since 
Its foundation in 1804 averaged the mag­
nificent proportions of 186,680,101 copies of 
the Scriptures.

One of the auxiliaries, the Upper Canada 
Bible Society, of which we are a part, 
raised over $43,000 last year, and sent to 
the British and Foreign Bible Society about 
$41,000 to be used in this world-wide work.

In regard to the work of the Victoria 
branch, we had a colporteur In the field for

THE PLAGUE IN INDIA A MODERN MEDICINE
Tlje Death Rate—Expedition Is to Make 

Investigation.
WHICH REACHES AND CURES 

ALL THE LITTLE AIL­
MENTS OF INFANTS 

, AND CHILDREN.

London, March 23.—Replying to questions 
In the Howie of Commons to-night, Mr. 
Brodrlck, secretary of state for India, said 
the latest figures on the plague in India 
showed that for the four weeks ending Feb­
ruary 18th In the Bombay Presidency there 
were 13,475 deaths and for the four weeks 
ending March 11th 4n the rest of India 
there were 123,550 deaths. The total num­
ber of deaths from the plague in the Bom­
bay Presidency from January 1st to Febru­
ary 28th were 28,271, and In the rest of In­
dia from January 1st to March 11th, 318,178.

Mr. Brodrlck said he had communicated 
with the Viceroy of India looking to a 
remedy for this deplorable loss of life, and 
that It had been decided to send out a 
scientific expedition to investigate the 
cause. The expedition will start Immedi­
ately.
