At a quarter to 8 o’clock on Saturday 
evening six gentlemen only had put in an 
appearance in the Institute, the number 
being made up to exactly 30 at the hour 
announced for the commencement of the 
proceedings and afterwards increasing to 
about 140. Shortly after eight o’clock, 
His Worship Mayor Jones, accompanied 
by Judge Palmer, and Messrs. D, S. Kerr, 
T. B Hanington, E. T. C. Knowles and 
George Stewart, took his seat on the plat­
form amid loud applause. Coming for­
ward, and surveying the “beggarly array 
of empty benches,” his Worship said that 
he had called a meeting in compliance 
with a requisition signed by about 300 
citizens of St. John, the majority of whom 
it Appeared did not care to be present or 
were very late in arriving. (Laughter.) 
As Mayor of the City of St. John, he did 
not feel he should be doing justice to the 
position he held if he presided over such 
a meeting. His Worship called on the 
meeting to elect a chairman, (cheers and 
laughter).

Mr. D. S. Kerr, (who seemed greatly 
perturbed as he surveyed the scene), said 
he thought the Mayor was right, and as 
it would not be wise to proceed without 
the Mayor’s presiding, he moved an ad­
journment. (Cries of “No,” and applause.)

Mr. C. N. Skinner nominated Mr. C. 
Weldon for Chairman. Mr. Weldon de­
clining the honor, Mr. A. Chipman Smith 
moved the adjournment of the meeting to 
such future time as the Mayor might de* 
cide. Mr. Kerr seconded the motioq, 
Mr. Skinner said the motion could not be 
put without а chairman, when the Mayor 
consented to act so far as to put the 
motion, which he declared carried. A 
scene of wild confusion now ensued, 
laughter, cheers and cat calls blending in 
the general uproar. When the tumult 
had somewhat subsided, a standing vote 
was taken, the majority being found in 
favor of continuing the meeting. His 
Worship then left.

On motion of Mr. Skinner, Mr. A. 
Chipman Smith then took the chair, and 
at the same time Messrs. Skinner and 
Tuck, in response to Mr. Kerr’s invitation 
took seats on the platform. Mr. J. Gil. 
lis Jones and Mr. Geo. E. McLaughlin also 
occupied seats there.

Mr. D. S. Kerr was then called upon 
to move the first resolution.

Mr. Kerr, who had come provided with 
an enormous array of plans, specifications 
contracts and resolutions, selected the 
least formidable looking document, and 
forthwith delivered a speech which lasted 
for three quarters of an hour. Having 
given a very exhaustive history of the 
Loyalists in all parts of Canada and the 
Maritime Provinces, Mr. Kerr exhibited 
the elevation plan of the proposed struc­
ture, whièh he said was to be erected on 
the site of the bell tower. The monument, 
as seen in the drawing, bore a striking re­
semblance to Smeaton’s lighthouse on 
Eddy stone rocks. Mr. Kerr seriously 
claimed that such an erection would not 
only be “beautiful for ever” but that it 
would possess health giving properties of 
a very high order, as the exercise essential 
to attaining its summit and the inhalation 
of the balmy breeze off the Bay of Fundy 
could not fail to decrease the bills of mor­
tality in the city. (Loud and continned 
laughter. ) The speaker was commencing 
what promised to be a lengthy 
of the monument, when it was 
that these were matters for a committee 
to arrange. “Oh," said Mr. Kerr, “all 
that is already arranged, and the contract 
signed. They were giving the man a fair 
price for his work and not doing like the 
government giving contracts to Tom, Dick 
and Harry.” The chairman, “No politics 
if you please." (Laughter, cheers and 
loud cries of “question.”) Mr. Kerr 
could not understand the cries of “ques­
tion” unless they wanted to defeat the 
affair; he moved that the resolution be 
adopted. It asked that a committee be 
appointed to erect the monument, the 
cost—$10,000—to be defrayed by subscrip­
tions from various sources.

Judge Palme r, who was to have second 
ed the resolutions, having beat a retreat* 
Mr. George Stewart performed that duty

Mr. M. McLeod thought there ought to 
be some further discussion before the 
meeting was appealed to. (Applause.)

Mr. J. G. Jones was called on but would 
not respond.

Mr. Kerr said he felt very ill-used ; he 
was not being treated fairly. (Laughter.) 
The question was then put, when it was 
declared carried amid cheers and what 
seemed to be derisive laughter.

Mr. Kerr moved that the Mayor be one 
of the building committee.

This motion was lost.
A variety of uncouth sounds resounded 

through the house as Mr. Kerr again took 
the front of the platform, and Messrs. 
Skinner and Tuck retired to the body of 
the hall.

Mr. Kerr then waxed wroth, and said 
he was willing to leave the hall and never 
return (loud applause.) It was the most 
disorderly meeting he ever saw. He 
moved the adjournment, and if the motion 
was accepted, lie would never show his 
face before them on a public platform 
again. Mr. E. T. C. Knowles sternly 
rebuked the audience for their levity, and 
want of attention to the address of Mr. 
Kerr. He seconded the motion for an 
adjournment.

On the vote being put, it was negatived 
by a large majority, but the chairman said 
he would be made a fool of no longer and
eclared the meeting adjourned. A gen.

Dr. Schweinfurth states that 
there is a movement for a real revival of 
Islam, comprising Afghanistan and Moroc.

Schweinfurth’a 
communication also says the capital of 
Kordofan has been besieged for forty days, 
and its capture is expected. This is all 
very high-colored and, therefore, not to 
be entirely relied upon.

Arabi’s correspondence for the last two 
years was given up by his son this morn- 
ing, and deposited with the British Consul- 
General. It includes» voluminous corres­
pondence with Constantinople and minutes 
of secret sittings of the Baroudi Cabinet. 
It is said the correspondence is highly 
compromising to the Sultan and other 
high officials here and iu Turkey. It is 
understood that much of the delay con­
nected with the trial of Arabi is due to 
the fact that the Egyptian Government is 
becoming more and more disposed to 
abandon the prosecution.

There is much anxiety in mahy parts 
among Europeans owing to the appoint­
ment of several of Arabi’s officers on Gov­
ernment missions. Arabi says that events 
have proved to him the folly of hoping in 
any further national movement or of trust­
ing the Sultan, and that the happiness of 
Egypt necessitates the virtual govern­
ment of the country by the English. It is 
rumored that the proceedings against the 
Arabs waiting trial may be stopped by 
the decree of exile against the ringleaders 
and amnesty to the others.

Scott Act In danger In Fredericton-
A Fredericton despatch says : There is 

more excitement to-day over Scott Act 
matters than at any time before or during 
the elections. The Scott Act party were 
alarmed to learn this morning that the re­
turning officer of St. Ann’s Ward (which 
casts 55 majority for the Act), through 
ignorance of the law, or inadvertence, had 
neglected to initial the ballots cast in tha& 
ward. Thrir minds went back to a some­
what similarXerror iu the Albert Dominion 
election, andXvben it was reckoned that 
if the St. Ann’s vote should be thrown 
out on scrutiny, the Act, which had been 
carried by only 41 majority, would be in 
a minority of fourteen, the worst fears 
took possession of their souls. The Anti- 
Scott men, of course were jubilant over 
the prospect of overturning the result, as 
aanouuced yesterday, and on the streets 
knots of members of both parties discussed 
the question in various lights. Legal 
opinion was eagerly sought and as much 
divided. The Anti-Scott part determined 
to take objection to the returns, and when 
the returning officer opened his court for 
declaration Saturday they, through coun­
sel, demanded a scrutiny before the County 
Court Judge.

With the present number the Ad­

vance closes its eightli year. Al­
though its first few years of existence 
were marked by some discourage­
ments, a fair degree of prosperity has 
since attended it and we have the 
satisfaction of knowing that the 
paper is now fully established as a 
commercial enterprise. In 1874 the 
town of Chatham, with nearly five 
thousand inhabitants, was without a 
paper, the Gleaner, which had been 
for some time, edited by Mr. Tracy, 
having ceased to exist. The Ad­
vance being established and failing 
to please a number of gentlemen who 
are rather peculiar in their ideas of 
what a newspaper should be, the 

*Herald was called into existence. It 
lingered for a while, but lacking suf­
ficient support, soon went to join the 
innumerable train of unsuccessful 
and defunct journals. For a while 
the Advance had the local field to 
itself, but in a weak moment a few 
citizens, chiefly of Newcastle, encour­
aged the transfer of the late Star 
from Fredericton to Chatham. Al­
though that paper came with a great 
flourish of trumpets and promised to 
do much which the Advance would 
like to see performed, it brought only 
disappointment and loss to those who 
were interested in it and, like the 
Herald, ceased to exist before any 
announcement of its publishers’ in­
tentions to retire from the field were 
made. The experience of the public 
with these papers was calculated to 
damage journalism on the Miramichi, 
for the people naturally formed their 
notions of newspapers from what 
they knew of them, personally^ and 
it is a matter of regret that those 
who encouraged Mr. Tracy and Mr 
Collins to start papers in opposition 
to the Advance did not more fully 
realise their obligations to the public 
in the premises. Of course they 
were not good judges of the require­
ments and qualifications necessary 
for a successful editor, but having en­
couraged and endorsed the persons 
named as they did, those citizens 
were morally bound to see that when 
the Herald and Star could no longer 
live, the editors should not be forced 
to run away from their creditors. It 
has been against newspaper ventures 
of the Herald and Star kind that the 
Advance has had to make its way to 
a sound business standing, and our 
business people, who know what it is 
to compete with rivals who never 
propose to pay their bills, can sym­
pathize with us in the struggle we 
have had. Some of our Newcastle 
opponents have succeeded in inducing 
otheis to join them in founding a new 
journal, partly on the rains of the 
Star, but as it was, evidently, started 
“for spite” we cannot wonder that it 
has met with very little more encour­
agement than its predecessor. We 
would not refer to the World, but for 
the fact that after we welcomed it to 
the Miramichi, in the expectation 
that it would not do discredit to the 
place, it fell almost at once into the 
ways of the Star and forfeited the 
respect we should like to entertain 
for every newspaper published. The 
three papers we have mentioned, 
then, and the Advance have been 
candidates for popular favor during 
the past eight years. Those three 
papers and the Advocate have been 
rivals—and rivals who did not stick 
at trifles in manifesting their rivalry 
—against whose efforts we have at­
tained our present position, and we 
would not, to-day, change places with 
them if they could all • be combined. 
We have endeavored to do no dis­
credit to the Miramiclp, to reflect the 
best sentiments of its people, to pro­
mote its business interests, to assist 
in clearing the way for whatever 
might benefit town or country and 
keep them abreast of the times. In 
taking part in this work, we have been 
encouraged by a host of friends with 
whom we have acted all along, in the 
hope of uniting the intelligence, the 
moral and business forces and the 
more tangible elements of general 
well-being, in order to secure for the 
Mirami#ii and its people the position 
they should occupy in the estimation 
of other portions of the country, and 
that the claims of Northumberland 
upon those who may be called upon 
to rule in both our local and federal 
politics,might receive more just recog­
nition than they have done in the 
past Our efforts in this direction 
have frequently been misinterpreted 
and misrepresented by those who 
imagine their interest lies in keeping 
the Miramichi divided against itself 
and one of the most unpleasant 
duties we have performed has been 
the exposure of the acts and motives 
of the few men among us who have 
lived so long in and by party strife 
that they seem incapable of realising 
that there is a more excellent way of 
promoting their own and the com­
munity’s welfare. Taking, however, 
the bitter and sweet together—our 
discouragements and successes—we 
have reason to be thankful that we 
have passed through the most trying 
and damaging of the elements that 
could be opposed to our success and 
either removed them or left them so 
far liehind that their faint echoes are 
but reminders of the victories we 
have achieved. The Advance has 
reached a period in its history when 
it can afford to be magnanimous in 
its treatment of those who have en 
deavored to destroy it. There are 
those in high places whose threats to 
exterminate us are of quite recent

Thanksgiving.—Thursday, 9th inst., 
is proclaimed as a day of Thanksgiving 
by the Governor-General and also by 
the Lieutenant Governor of New Bruns­
wick.

Kings County.—Mr. Domville and 
Professor G. E. Foster were again nom­
inated on Tuesday for the representa­
tion of Kings County in the House of 
Commons.

Mr. Sayre still pursues Messrs. 
Wheten and LeBlanc in Kent. It will 
be remembered that both of those gentle­
men were returned by large majorities 
to the local legislature at the general 
election, that Mr. Sayre, who was a de­
feated candidate, petitioned against 
them and that they resigned. At the 
election held a few weeks ago Messrs. 
Wheten and LeBlanc were again return­
ed and Mr. Sayre defeated by as decis­
ive a majority as before. Mr. Sayre 
has again petitioned with a view of dis­
qualifying Messrs. Wheten and LeBlanc. 
The course taken by the defeated can­
didate will appear to many people a 
very vexatious one.

British Parliament
London, Oct. 24.—Parliament reassem­

bled to-day. Previous to the assembling 
of the Commons the Irish members held 
a meeting, at which they were chiefly oc­
cupied in arranging petitions referring to 
the imprisonment of Gray. Lord Mayor 
Dawson, of Dublin, has a hundred peti­
tions to present in the House of Commons. 
Lord Churchill, Conservative, contended 
that the present sitting was irregular. 
After the Appropriation Bill had received 
the Royal assent, Churchill moved for an 
adjournment of the House, in order to 
protest against the antumn session. He 
made a long historical review. He de­
clared, amidst loud cheers from the Tories, 
that the House of Commons had ever been 
jealous against monarchical or ministerial 
tyranny. Mr. Gladstone contended that 
the precedents quoted by Lord Churchill 
were inapplicable. The House had full 
power to take the present course. Lord 
Churchill had small knowledge of Parli­
ament if he thought the Government 
would be upset by a vote of want of con­
fidence on the Appropriation Bill. Glad­
stone cited a precedent in 1820, when the 
House adjourned in J uly, reassembled in 
August, and transacted business of various 
kinds Thus he said Lord Churchill’s as­
sertion was entirely destroyed, smashed, 
pulverized. (Cheers and laughter.)

Sir Stafford Northcote commended Lord 
Churchill’s action. He asked Mr. Glad­
stone whether he would adhere to his fin­
ancial view of the situation or make a 
statement in reference to the war in Egypt.

The House by 209 to 142 defeated Lord 
Churchill’s motion.

The Parnellites voted with the minority 
in favour of Lord Churchill’s motion.

THANKS TO THE ARMY.
Mr. Gladstone gave notice that he 

would move a vote of thanks on Thurs­
day to the British army in Egypt.

Mr. Lawson (Radical) gave notice that 
he would oppose a vote of thanks to the 
army in Egypt.

The extreme Radicals in the House have 
agreed to oppose the proposed vote of 
thanks to the officers and men of the 
British army in Egypt. *

Mr. Gladstone stated, regarding the first 
rule of procedure, that the Government 
would adhere to its main proposal, and 
propose a second rule that motions for 
adjournment could only be made by leave 
after quèstions were finished, and before 
orders of the day were commenced. A 
motion for granting leave should be put 
forthwith on more than forty members 
supporting it by rising in their places. 
Mr. Gladstone gave notice of a further 
addition by which motions to bring in 
bills, and bills that had passed committee 
shall not be subject to the rule precluding 
any opposed business being taken after 
12:30 a. m. This will in a great measure 
frustrate the obstructive blocking of bills.

Mr. Gladstone moved a resolution giv­
ing precedence to the rules of procedure 
whenever set down.

Sir Stafford Northcote expressed regret 
at the decision of the Government to ad­
here to cloture.

Mr. Barthelot (Conservative) declared 
that he would oppose cloture by all the 
forms of the House. He called upon the 
Opposition to do the same.

Mr. Ashmead Bartlett (Conservative) 
made a similar declaration.

Mr. Gladstone’s motion for precedence 
was carried by 98 to 47.

Mr. Gladstone called attention to the 
committal of Dwjer Gray. He was glad to 
see Mr. Gray in the House to-day. The 
precedents, Mr. Gladstone affirmed, were 
completely in favor of the appointment of 
a committee in Gray’s case, and he moved 
the appointment of each committee. The 
Government contemplated submitting 
early next session a measure dealing with 
committals for contempt.

Mr. Parnell asked Mr. Gladstone to en­
large the scope of the enquiry to be made 
in Gray’s case, else the time occupied by 
the committee would be wasted. He con­
tended that the question to consider was 
the modification of the power of judges.

Mr. Lewis (Moderate Conservative) en­
dorsed Mr. Parnell's views.

Sir Henry James (Attorney General) 
explained that the motion for the appoint­
ment of the committee was a matter of 
privilege. The House conld not go be­
yond the case that was raised in the point 
of privilege.

Mr. Gladstone’s motion then carried.
THE EGYPTIAN QUESTION.

Sir Stafford Northcote enquire* when 
the papers relating to Egypt, would be 
presented and what the Government’s in­
tentions were as to the policy to be pur­
sued towards that country, and whether 
it was proposed to charge to Egypt a large 
portion of the cost of the war.

Mr. Gladstone said the papers would be 
presented at once. Regarding their policy 
the Government were less fettered now
than six months ago, but they would hold
