Following is a letter from the Mi­
nister of Lands and Mines gone for­

•’During the next few weeks, and 
indeed throughout the entire sum­
mer months, a great duty present it­
self to the citizens of New Bruns­
wick. That duty is concerned with 
the conservation and protection of 
our forest resources.

Unfortunately for this province 
our forest fire losses have been too 
great. The result has been an added 
burden in the way of increased ta­
xation on every citizen of this pro- 
v noe and a dissipation of one of the 
rich natural resources with which 
New Brunswick has been so richly 
endowed by nature. Year after year 
the forest fire protective service of 
:he New Brunswick Government has 
been making forward steps to cur­
tail, to a great degree, the forest fire 
tosses in this province. In that very 
laudable effort the provincial ser­
vice has received the earnest co­
operation of many organizations, a-

Moncton, N. B. — “I have found 

a most optimistic feeling of confi­
dence in both Montreal and Quebec" 
seated Mr Justice A E. Arsenault 
of Chartottetown, P. E. I., when pas­
sing through Moncton on the Ma­
ritime Express of the C. N. R. en 
route from those cities to Charlotte­
town.
