One man who has a firm faith in the 
future of New Brunswick as a miner­
al producing country, is Mr. T. M. 
Burns, of Bathurst, who arrived in 
the city yesterday en route home from 
Fredericton, where he was in consulta­
tion with the Crown laud department 
with reference to somes mining claims 
in his own county of Gloucester. It is 
In Gloucester county that Mr. Burns 
expects the greatest development and 
he is particularly Interested in a re­
cent discovery of hematite ore on the 
'fetagouche river about 14 miles from 
Bathurst. “We have not been saying 
much about this find,” said Mr. Bums 
“but I will tell you that if our ex­
pectations are realized, the Drum­
mond mines will show nothing like the 
output of the Tetagouche ore. There 
is a bank there 300 feet high and 
while I do not say It Is all pure ore. 
the Indications point very much that 
way. No company has yet been form­
ed, but a number are interested in 
the development of the mine and are 
determined to have a fair trial made. 
The presence of iron in this district 
was discovered by two lumbermen 
who came sliding down the hill to 
get some water for their dinner front, 
the brook below and slipping, dis­
lodged the earth and revealed the 
bright shining substance which ex- 

rts have found to be a good quality 
of Hematite.
