In pursuance of a recommendation
International  Geographical
Congress, held at Hamburg in 1879, a
Unitéed States expedition was organ-
ized to establish one of a chain of
thirteen circumpolar stations, and
General Greely was placed at its head.
The party of twenty-five set out in
1881—two-thirds of them to their
death. Gen. Greely discovered a new
land north of Greenland and crossed
Grinnell Land to the Polar Sea, es-
tablishing a new farthest north rec-

rd.

As in the case of Scott's expedition,
nature played havpc with the best
laid plans. Two Trelief expeditions
failed to reach the ” Greely party,
which retreated south to Cape Sabine.

Schley found Greely and his re-
maining companiong in their sleeping
bags, weak, worn and ravaged by
digease, calmly and stoically awaiting
death. Well has Gen. Greely said
that “no men better than the Lady
Franklin Bay expedition survivors
know the terrible misery of body and
anguish of soul through which these
heroic Britons passed in the last days
of their life.”

FIRST THINGS

VETERINARY SCIENCE.

The first school of veterinary me-
dicine in the world was opened in
1742 at Lyons, France, by Claude
Bourgelat, “the father of veterinary
science,” who wag born 201 years ago
today, March 27, 1712, Originally a
lawyer, Bourgelat abandoned that pro-
fession after having gained an unjust
suit for a client, and devoted himself
to the study of the diseases of ani-
mals. )
The school he established soon re-
ceived the title of the “Royal School,”
and became famous throughout Eu-
rope, His works on veterinary sci-
ence were numerous and valuable,
and many of them are still consider-
ed authorities.
As a youth Bourgelat served in a
davalry regiment, and this was the
beginning of his love for horses,
which inspired him with the ambition
to relieve the ailments which equine
flesh is heir to,
The London Veterinary College,
the first of its kind in England, was
founded at Camden Town in 1791, and
the New York Veterinary College was
incorporated in 1857,
