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MR. FIELDING AND PROTECTION.

At Alfred, Ont., near Ottawa, the Do-
minion Goverument have conducted
operations clearly demomstrating the
possibility of turning Canadian peat
into a form suitable for the market,
at a rate of profit sufficient to place
the business on a commercial basis.
So far capital and enterprise have
not followed up this pioneer work by
establishing peat-making plants at the
edge of the extensive bogs known to
exist

The demonstration plant operated
by the Government at Alfred has a
of thirty tons of peat per
day. The cost of predustion is $5.70
per ton, which it is claimed can be
reduced, with the aid of mechanical
excavators, to $5 or $5.50. At these
figures the finished peat is cheaper
than anthracite coal at $7 or $7.50 a
ton. Peat fuel carries only from 8,000
to 10,000 heat units per pound, while
anthracite coal carries 12,000 to 14,
000; but in the peat there is a waste
of only about 4 or 5 per cent, while
in coal the waste runs as high as 16
to 26 per cent. There would seem
to be no reason why peat should not
be prepared for the market and used
extensively so far as concerns the
matter of economical production.
One great advantage of peat is its
cleanliness. The bricquets can be
handled as if they were so many
blocks of wood. When burned, very
little ash is left. In Europe the use
of peat has long passed the experi-
mental stage.

HISTORIC DAYS IN CANADA

S8IR CHARLES ROSE.

Sir Charles Day Rose, who was in-
ternationally famous as a banker and
sportsman, was born in Montreal
sixty-six years ago today. His father,
the Right Hon, Sir John Rose, of
Montreal, was a partner of Levi P.
Morton in the Anglo-American bank-
ing house of Morton, Rose & Company
and his mother was a Vermont wom-
an. He was a member of the Cana-
dian militia and, as captain in the
Montreal garrison artillery, was active
in the quelling of the Fenian rebel-
lon. Upon going to England he es-
tablished his home at Hardwick
House, Reading. e became a mem-
ber of the Jockey Club in 1891, and
at one time was the racing partner
of the Prince of Wales, later King
Kdward VII. He was a famous breed-
er and owner of race horses, and was
also noted as a motorist, becoming
president of the Royal Automobile
Club. As a yachtsman he was the
owner of several fine boats, including
the Satanita, the Aurora and the
Emerald. He once issued a challenge
for the America’s Cup, but withdrew
it. After withdrawing from Morton,
Rose & Company he continued his
financial activities as a director of
the London and Brazillan bank and
the Indemnity Marine Insurance Com-
pany. He was created a baronet in
1909. At the time of hiz death last
April he was president of the Royal
Aero Club. He made his first flight
in an aergplane at Hendon in the
afternoon, and succumbed to heart dis-
ease while on his way home in a
motor car. During the last decade
of his life he was a Liberal member
of Parliament.

FIRST THINGS

FIRST PRESIDENT OF BRAZIL.

The first president of the United
States of Brazil was Manuel Deodoro
da Fonseca, who died twenty-one
years ago today. During the empire
he was a soldier, and took part in
the war with Paraguay. Afterwards
he was placed in charge of the powder
magazines in Rio de Janeiro, and
while there formed a military club,
which was used to foment discord in
the army and to spread republican
doctrines, with which Fonseca -had
become imbued. He was so powerful
that Emperor Dom Pedro XI. did not
dare to openly accuse him of being a
traitor, but instead he sent him to
Matto-Grasso as governor. His re-
moval from the capital did not deprive
him of influence or stifie the growth
of republicanism, and in 1889 the army
turned against the Emperor and his
expulsion and the proclamation of the
republic followed. Fenseca was the
popular hero of Brazil, and was made
provisional president, serving in that
capacity until he was regularly elected
to the office. He proved to be a self-
seeking and tyrranical ruler, and al-

PARCEL POST IMPROVEMENTS.

In the question of improvements m‘
the United States parcel post, it isl
worth noting that zone abolition has}
had a prominent place. The modifica-
tions decided upon are the extension
of the weight limit for parcels in the
first or second zones—within a radius
of 150 miles—from 11 pounds to 20
pounds, with rate reductions; the in-
auguration of a cash-on-delivery and
{nsurance system, costing 10 <cents
extra per parcel; and the abolition
of special stamps The broadening of
the service in these respects has en-
couraged a public demand that the
eight zones be reduced to a less com-
plicated area system. The zones at
present are a radius of 50 miles, 150
miles, 300 miles, 600 miles, 1,200
miles, 1,800 miles, 2,400 miles and
3,000 miles and over. A flat rate being
regarded as impracticable for .the
present, and somewhat undesirable,
because it gives such a huge advan-
tage to the mail order houses in the
large centres, there is a demand for
a simplification to three or four
zones, embracing roughly the great
patural divikions of the country.

This movement has an interest for
Canada, because in his outline of the
proposed Canadian system, Hon. Mr.
Pélletier announced that the prov-
inces would be zones, the three Mari-
time Provinces to constitute one.

Notwithstanding the great expansion
of cereal growing, Argentina still re-
mains one of the chief sources of the
world's supply of meat. Agriculture
has, however, perceptibly cut into
sheep farming, the number of sheep
having dropped to 29,000,000 in 1910 as
against 32,630,451 in 1900, a reduction
from which no doubt British Austral-
asia has profited.
Argentina does not seriously com-
pete with Canada in wheat exports,
at least so far as the British market
is concerned. Argentina wheats are
classed in the international market as
intermediate in character between the
soft white wheats of Australia and the
Pacific coast and the hard red wheats
of Canada and Russia. They are there-
fore preferred in the markets of south-
ern Europe and France to North Am-
erican wheats as the process of mil-
ling them and the flour yielded corres-
ponds closely with native grown
wheats with which the millers are fa-
miliar. The Argentine Government
have, however, recognized the advisa-
bility of introducing new and superior
varieties, and have established a num-
ber of experimental stations with that
object. In the development of her agri-
cultural resources Argentina is living
up to her reputation as the most pro-
gressive of the South American states.

THE PASSING DAY

THE CLAN OF WILSON.
Ever since the English, the Scotch
and the Irish began the benevolent
assimilation of the North American
continent, the clan of Wilson has
achieved fame in many lines of en-
deavor, within the United States and
Canada. One of the American Wilsons
of an early day who gained a world-
wide reputation was Alexander Wilson,
who died just a century ago today, Au-
gust 23, 1813. Like so many of the
Wilsons, he was a native of Scotland.
He emigrated to America in 1794,
when twentyv-eight years of age, and
worked for a time as a weaver, a ped-
dler, and a rural schoolmaster. It was
while employed in the latter capacity,
near Philadelphia, that he became ac-
quainted with Bartram, the naturalist,
from whim he received much instruc-
tion. Always interested in birds, Wil-
son determined to become an ornitho-
logist, and made many expeditions in-
to the wilds to study his feathered
friends. The resuit of these expeditions
was his great work {llustrating the
birds of North America, of which sev-
on lafge volumes had been published
at the time of his death in Philadel-
phia, Although he died too early to
reap the full reward of his labors, his
name was and still is honored by or-
nithologists the world over.

Although Woodrow Wilson is the
first of the clan to reach the Presi-
dency, Henry Wilson was Vice-Presi-
dent of the United States from 1873
to 1875. He was born in 1812, of Eng-
lish descent, and his real name was
Jeremiah J. Colbath, but at twenty-
one he had.his name legally changed
to Henry Wilson, in hopor of a fos-
ter parent. During the civil war he
was chairman of the military commit-
tee of the United States Senate, to
which he had been elected in 1855.
He handled contracts out of which he
might have acquired wealth, yet when
he was elected Vice-President he had
to borrow $100 to pay the e
