Tonight some of the more optomistic
predicted a vote on ratification by the
end of the week, while the leaders
in both sides thought it likely to come
within ten days at the least.

In the background of all calcula-
tions, however, was the possibility of
an eleventh hour rally by the Treaty's
irveconcilable enemies, who have in-
tinlated, more than once, that they
were mindful of the opportunity which
might be presented to talk of a final
roll call until the session of Congress
ends early in December, Altogether
