are in the Greek kingdom, a million
in South Russia, Egypt and America
and the remaining , n the Bal
tie peninsula and Turkish territory.
The Greeks as the cession of all
lands including the latter 8,000,000
meaning Thrace and the territory In
the meighborhood of Constantinople,
where there are 731,000 Greeks; the
Macedonian Valley of the Strumitza,
with & population of 430,000 Greeks;

Asia Minor, all of Smyrna, except
Denizli and also the Dodacese region
now occoupled by the Itallans and
holding 102,000 Greeks. They also

M. Venizelos discussed the situa-
tion with the correspondent of the Tri-
bune, He sald:

“l think persomally, and I think
most of the statesmen in Paris, do
not wish to go too fast with the Lea-
wue of Nations. The desire to avold
the catastrophe of a future war Is
widespread and the statesmen must
take it into account but to acknowT
cdge this prayer of mankind and then
abolish all armaments would be fool-
ish™

M. Venizelos referred with pleas-
ure to England’s accepting the manda-
tory system as regards the captured
(terman colonies, He did not wish to
enter into the controversy but hoped
that a solution will be reached satis-
fying, for example, the claims of
Australia without destroying the wval-
idity of principles. Asked if he
ihought it Mkely that the mandatory
system will be applied to any Euro-
pean or Asiatic territories other than
ihose to which it has already been
applied, he cautiously suggested that
such application would be possible in
districts where the mandatory power
could not claim ethnographical rela-
tionship with the populations. He
insisted in regard to the disputed is-
jands of the Aegean that Greece could
not be gatisfied merely with a man-
date over the populations, which are
mtirely Greek. He wag obviously ot
the opinion that irredentist territories
be returned to the motherland with-
out inggrvention, mandatory or other-
wise, of the league. He hazarded the
guess that Emgland will be entrusted
by the League with the Mesopotamian

mandate. When questioned as re-
gards Comstantinople, M. Venizelos
said:

“There are two solutions. The lea-
gue could entrust a single nation with
control of Constantinople and the
straits or the league itself could ad-
minister them by appointing a gov-
ernor, says, for a period of five years,
pbut whatever the solution one thing is
certain: the Sultan must go. He can
make his capital at Konia or Broussa
but he must leave Constantinople.
Tven when deprived of the Caliphate,
which is exceedingly likely with the
creation of an independent Arab king-
dom, the Sultan would still be a
source of trouble to all powers like
Trance and England having large Mus-
gilman populations if he were allowed
to remain in Constantinople. It is al-

Berlin, Feb. 3, (via Copenhagen)—
Premier Hbert, head of the Genman
government, today received the Tri-
bune correspondent and during an
extended interview said:

“By the terms of the armistice, Ger-
many has already swallowed worse
conditions than those imposed upon
France in 1871, Yet the Peace
Oonference keeps swinging further
away from the original Wilson condi-
tions, The Entente has taken, our
coal jands and disorganized our trans-
portation to a point near to paralysis
by the demand for locomotives. If
it is the intention of the Emtente to
imnose upon the German people the
sort of peace which will crush the
country and undermine our
national life, I for one will not sign
such a peace, come what may, and [
think my colleagues s the govern-
ment will do likewise.”

“What is the outlook for a stable
German government?’ I asked.

Herr Ebert replied:

“Your question is west answered by
the fact that on February 6, the Na-
tional Assembly meets at Weimar.
On the first day of the revolution the
provisional government issued a pro-
clamation promising a Constituent As-
sembly and the assembly is here in
less than three months since that day.
The National Assembly has been
brought about by the finest election
system in the world and gives the

German people an opportunity to
frame the oconditions of their life
with completest independence. The

National Assembly will wring our na-
tion from the claws of terrorism
which sought to force a dictatorsaip
upon the nation. In fighting terror-
ism we are careful not to limit in
any way the democratic will of the
people. Our suffrage is unclouded by
arbi¢rary limitations. In the Nation-
al Assembly the old junkens will be
completely powerless. On the other
hand every possibility of a coalition
between the Social Democracy and the
Democratic Party in Germany is in
itself proof of the basic changes the
nation has undergone. There is not
a trace of the old Kaiserism left.
Individuals who still regret the depar-
ture of the old system are mere fos-
sils who stand outside the main cur-
rent of German life.”

In reply to my question as to how
far Germany is going to be a Socialist
republic, Herr Ebert said:

“The German government is Soclal-
istin so far as it has a definite and
advanced policy for the protection of
labor and the socialization of those in-
dustries that are ripe for socializa-
tion. For the time being the govern-
ment is concerned chiefly with the
problems of protecting the workers in
the German industries shattered by
the war and the chief need of which
now is building up. When industries
are returned to normal, the socializ-
ation of the railroads, coal mines, elec-
tricity and similarly monopolistic in-
dustries will follow. Among the re-
forms in behalf of labor, the gov-
emmment has already instituted the
eight hour day for all workers, includ-
ing city and fedemal employes. Farm
workers, whose legal protection is
lower, it is now planned, will be rais-
ed to the same level with industrial
workers and the farm workers will
thus be given the right to organize
{nto unions, something they have not
hitherto enjoyed. Unemployment has
been made a government concern and
jobless men are now paid a daily
wage. In Berlin unemployed men get
six marks a day, with additional pay
for their wives and children. The
funds for paying the unemployed are
partly supplied by the cities and the
gseparate states. A far reaching re-
form which is now in the process of
birth i{s the matter to enable men to
settle on the rand now in possession
of large landowners, who will be made
to give up one third of their estates.
This land, together with government
jand, will be thrown open to the peo-
ple wanting to settle on farms. Land-
owners are pald for this land by the
government, that is the government
accepts the land in place of taxes.”

In regard to the army, Herr Ebert
said:

“We are completely demobilizing.
Active army officers depending upon
their rank for a living have pensions
and fall back into the reserve. Offl-
cems will be looked upon by the gov-
ernment as unemployed and special
provision will be made for them. As
to the character of the future Ger-
man army that has not been discuss-
ed. Plans will be proposed to the
National Assembly for a determined
small army of defense of the borders.
The army is not likely to be made up
of volunteers, as the volunteer sys-
tem may not produce adequate num-
bers and the best material. Some
system of universal military service
1ike that of Switzerland will be adopt-
ed, but Germany may make the length
of compulsory service in the army
even less than one year. Germany is
quite willing to demobilize complete-
Iy if the League of Nations will make
such provision for all countries.”

In regard to Bolshevismm Ebert
said:

“Bolshevism is largely a question
of work and food. In Saxony, where
the textile industries are able to keep
going and give work for all there is
no Bolshevism. ©On the other hand,
in cities where factories are idle the
more hard-pressed élements are giv-
ing way to Bolshevism.
