The Trail Rangers had a monthly at-
tendance of 224, an fincrease of 109
over the previous year and the total
number of boys who took the stand-
ard efficlency tests was 461, an in-
crease of 260 over 1817, The momherA
ship showed an increase of 223 over
the previous year.

Space is the big problem now be-
fore the directorate.
