An adjourned meeting of the Sessions |

was held this forenoon in the Supreme
Coutt room, tweuty Magistrates being
preseut. His Honor the Recorder occu-
pied a seat beside the Mayor.

1t was announced that W. F. Bunting,
Esq., had since last meeting been sworn
in as a Justice of the Peace.

The Clerk called upon the Lancaster
defaulters to appear as required by a
vote at the last meeting, and W. A. Quin-
ton first appeared.

iIc said he was Collector of Taxes in
1873 and also Road Commissioner. Iis
dutics required that he should travel

near 15 miles of the Parish, and amongst |

other duties post notices, make out lists,
&e.
the best of his abilitics, and a certain
clique of the Justices had through petty
spite made these charges against him.
tle would show from receipts in his band
that the Sessions owed him, instead of
his being a defaulter. He then produced
receipts amounting to $66.50. The rea-
son that he had not gone before the
Committee was because he was insulted
by the members, and treated in a most
ungentlemanly maunner.

Justice Bates denied that Mr. Quinton
had beea treated badly. The Committec
had eight meetings at which Mr. Quinton
was summoned to attedd. lle only was
present once.

Justice Thompson said he was one of
the committee that so insulted Mr. Quin-
ton. He pever but once came before the
committee and then he refused to answer
questions. He would ask Mr. Quinton
where was the Corporation money?
Where was the two $15, where was the
$20, where was the $10? which he said
he had paid road master Fair. The re-
ceips produced by Quinton were bogus
trash. He wished the person who had
signed the receipt to be summoned to
testify on oath. 1le was determined to
ferres the matter out, and would not be
aceused of being a member of a bogus
commitice.

Justice Marshall moved that the sub-
jeet be referred back to the committee
who will be required to see ‘the person
who signed the receipts.

Mr. Quinton was recognized to appear
at the next mecting.

James Gowrie, another defaulter, was
also present. llc was charged with mak-
ing an illegal charge of $35, and also with
pot accounting for $3 in cash. He said,
&I ye don’t believe me it is God's trath.
I never got any money that I did not ac-
count for. I belong to too good parcnts
for that.” This was the burden of his
defence. On a receipt given to John
McKiunon being shown he could not ex-
plain it. 1lis casc was also referred back
to the committee. William Burns, the
third defaulter, was not present. The
constables can’t catch him.

A letter was read from the Couaty
Treasurer saying that the Rev. Canon
Scovil and J. W. 1lall would become his
boundsmen. lic thought that &2,000 was
a fair amount of bonds to reguire from
him.

It was moved that the sureties be ac-
cepted and the amount of bonds be $2000-
Tiac Clerk explained the law that re—
qnired bonds for the probable amount of
money passing through their hands,
which was $17,000. After some discus=
sion the question was referred to Justices
Marshall and Keans with the Recorder
and Common Clerk to arrange according
to law for the bonds.

The Committeec on Accounts recom-
mended the payment of $60 for Revisors
for the city, and a number of other bills.
Amongst the number was the amount due
Capt. Scoullar, constable for St. Martins
and Simonds, and also that due Lake and
Rosborough for Lancaster. These bills
created the usual discussion.

Justice Lockhart said the Scoullar ap-
pointment was a fraud. All he had doue
since his appointment was to visit the
differeut rum chops, and find out where
the best brandy was sold.

Justice Blakslee asked for information,
and learned that the salary was duc Mr.
Scouliar, and must be paid.

After consilerable discussion the
amounts due the special constables were
ordered.

Justice Moran then move:d that a com-
mittee be appointed to- enquire whether
the services of Capt. Scoullar were re-
quired or not, and his motion was sec-
onded by Justice Upham. Both justices
said there was the same uantity of rum
sold in St. Martins as formerly, and the
law was openly violated.

Justice Lockhart moved for Scoullar's
dismissa', and Justice’ Gleeson seconded
the motion. The latter said rum was sold
as freely us cver.

Justice Milligan made a long speech.
He claimed that Mr. Scoullar had done a
great deal of work. lle had traversed
on foot the Parishes of St. Martins and
Simonds, had visited every tavern, and
compelled the proprictors to take out
licenses. The Sessions were bound to
pay the salary, and it was not fair to dis-
miss Scoullar in this dull time.

Justice Keans pointed out, that the
work donc by Mv. Scoullar for $500, last
year cost $30. There was no report of
the work done, and the Justices had a
right to have such a report.

Justice Gleeson thought it strange
that $500 should be paid to collect license
fees that will not amount to that sam.

The motion to refer to a committee
was carricd, and Justices Moran, Milligan,
Keans, Glecson and Marshall were ap-
pointed.

Another motion was made to have the
inquiry extend to the Lancaster specials
Blpke and Roxborough—and Justicc
Thompson was added to the Committec.

Ihe Committee on Appeals reported on
the case of Wm. Warwick, who asked a
reduction of taxation. They found that
the valuation o! his property in Lancas-
ter was too high, and recommended that
his tax of 48 cents be reduced to 10 cents.

As it is a dangerous
article only one is supplied to every two
wmen. Whistles of a peculiar manufac-
ture are also provided for them. The
sound is different frowmn that of any other
whistle, and the manufacturers scll them
only to the Police Departments of cities,
s0 that the old dodze of fooling police-
men by blowing a whistle is played out.
They were sold to the Department by the
agent of the manufacturers. Did he pay
a Dbusiness license before making the
sale? A full-bleoded, well-equipped po-
liceman of the city is now furnished with
a baton, a seven-shooter, a pair of hand-
cuffs, a double-barrelled whistle, and a
companion similarly eqipped,for his pro-
tection.

The Couucil met last evenimg, and the
storm ouly kept three of the Board away.
A communication was rcad from ex-
Policeman Cray, asking to be appointed
a constable in Stephen Jones’ place; and
one from Mr. Joues, asking permission
to go to a more genial climate for the
winter, and on returning in the spring to
be allowed to again be an officer of the
Town. TheCommittee on Town Officers
will consider the two letters. The Street
Committee reported that they had order-
cd John McKeever to repair the sewer
leading from his house in Main street,
and also had directed the Supervisor
to sec that the surface water did not
flow into the cellars of John Devine and
others. The Townis not anxious to have
another suit for damages to defend, and
have to pay a cent, as in the case of
Canning. The Assessment Committec
recommended several chamges in the
assessment list, particularly interesting
only to thosc concerned. The Light
Committee reported against placing any
oil Jamps this fall, and cousidered it bet-
ter to wait until spring when gas lamps
could be put up in certain dark corners.
The report was adopted. Wm. Harrison
applied for an auctioncer's license, and
the application was referred. On mo-
tion of Coun. Fellows, a committee, con-
sisting of Couns. Fellows, Hilyard,
Robinson and Shaw, was appointed to
prepare bills to go before the Legisla-
tore. Coun. Puddington gave notice that
at next meeting he wonld move for an
increase of salary for the Town Treasu-
rer. A motion of Coun. Fellows, for the
preparation of a bill by which the Town
would have arbitrary powers in laying
out streets, was lost, and his motion for
a sewerage bill was adopted. The Sand
Point Road, the construction of which
was ordered last meeting, created a
lengthened discussion, and a resolutjon
was carried to have the lowest tendey
accepted and the road completed. The
Council adjourned.
