The Committee of Tue MissioNary SocietTy or THE WESLEYAN-
Mernopist Cuurca 1N CANApA, believing that this remark is as
scriptural as it is emphatic, have endeavoured, during the past year,
to act under the authority, and give a wider spread to the blessings,
of that Volume which is stamped with mercy for the world ; and now
have the pleasure of presenting their Eighteenth Annual Report,
which will show their endeavours have not been unsuccessful.
