Mr. Speaker, the resolution before 
the House has elicited a most remark- 
able speech from the Minister of the 
Interior (Hon. Mr. Meighen). The 
feature of that speech which attract­
ed my attention most particularly was 
the enunciation of a new code of poli­
tical morals which must come with a 
shock to the moral sense of the people 
of Canada. The motion of the Leader 
of the Opposition is based upon a cer­
tain telegram purporting to have been 
signed and sent by the Minister of the 
Interior to the Prime Minister of Ca­
nada in December 1917, while the Do­
minion elections were in progress. 
That telegram is dated at Winnipeg, 
and reads as follows:

Would like one thousand soldier vot­
es at large for Manitoba, of which 300 
for Selkirk, balance divided between 
Provencher, Macdonald, and Spring- 
field, or same proportion of division 
no matter what our allotment may be.

What does the telegram mean on 
the face of it? Does it mean that 
the Minister of the Interior is mere­
ly expressing a desire that the Prime 
Minister should supply him with a 
thousand votes or so, which might be 
thrown into any constituency in which 
the Opposition candidates appear dan­
gerous, or in which their election

Defeat Will of People.
We have heard a good many start­

ling revelations since the election of 
1917 as to how the election was won 
by the Union Government. We have 
heard of perjury, subornation of 
perjury, personation, plural voting 
and the coercion of soldiers. I think 
every member of this House could add 
his quote of evidence to the charges 
that have been made in regard to that 
election. I do not propose to go into 
these details but to confine myself ve­
ry largely to the atitude that was ta­
ken by the minister in regard to the 
legality and propriety of the placing 
of soldier votes. The minister states 
that the telegram in itself implied no­
thing that was not perfectly lawful. 
If that is the case it means that it 
was legal in this country to use cer­
tain votes that were cast by non-Ca- 
nadians in an election to defeat the 
will of the bona fide Canadian people 
in the various constituencies and that 
the Government could destroy its op­
ponents at will. If that be true then 
the law is a great deal worse than I 
thought it.

According to my reading of the Mi­
litary Voters Act it was entirely the 
duty of the voter himself to designate 
where his vote should be placed. 
There was no provision whatever that 
he should vote by proxy or that he 
should assign his vote to some one 
else, not even the Union Government. 
Yet on the face of that telegram there 
can be no reasonable doubt that these 
votes were appropriated to use at 
the behest of the Union Government 
committee. That argues such a depar­
ture from what, in my opinion is fair, 
just and decent, that it strikes at the 
very vitals of democratic institutions.

I hope, Sir, that I am not Pharisee 
enough to claim higher standards of 
conduct than those of the ordinary 
good citizen who has a definite code 
which he lives up to in a more or less 
successful way. I assuredly make no 
such pretence. But, after all, such a 
broad and well defined line runs be­
tween. what is essentially right and 
what is essentially wrong, that it is i 
incomprehensible how men can mis­
take one for the other.

There is no doubt whatever that it 

indicates that there was a stock of 
votes somewhere that was at the dis1 
posal of Unionist candidates.

I stated a moment ago that if the 
law gave the right to any other than 
the man who actually voted to place 
that vote where he desired, then the 
law was a good deal worse than I had 
thought. The Minister of the Interior 
the other day in his address made the 
statement that the Opposition through 
their representative oversers had 
striven to give the impression that 
all soldier votes could be placed wher­
ever the Government desired.
