This course comprises seven years, but pupils who
are very assiduous, or endowed with extraordinary
abllity, may go through itin six or even five yeara.
Nevertheless before & pupil ¢csn be wromoted to
a Buperior class, he must prove by an oral examina-
tion and & writlen composition, that he is sufficiently
acquainted with the various branches taught in the
inferior class. .

HI. No pupil can be admitted to & course exelu-
sively sommercial, unless he has first acquired a cor-
rect knowledge of those branches vaually taught in
Primary Education.

IV. No'one cin commence the Latin course until
he writea & good hand, and is able to give n gram-
matical analysis of the parts of speech of his mother
tongue, .

V. Every pupil coming f om another bouse of
education must present a certificate of good conduet,
signed by the Suverior of that lostitution.

VI. There will be & course of religious instruction
suited to Lbe age and intelligence of the pupils.

VII. In conformity with the rules of the Inaritution
great care will be taken that the classical instruction
is governed by the Catholic apirit, and a careful
selection will be made of those anthora best adapted
to develop that spirit.
