REAS Martin Dunsford, of the Town of Lindsay, in the Preamblo.
VVCounty of Victoria, Gentleman, has by his petition represented

that he has been a practising Attorney and Solicitor in the Courts of
Law and Equity in Upper Canada for upwards of ten years, and has

5 been duly admitted as a student-at-law by the Law Society of Upper
Canada; that he has acted for six years as Solicitor to the
Bank of Upper Canada, in Lindsay; that, from tho pressure of his
business engagements, he has been unablo and will be unable te keep
Lis regular terme, or otherwise to comply strictly with the rules and

10 and regulations required of him as such student of the said Law Society;
that he believes himself qualified topractise as a barrister, and that his
being unable to practise as a barrister le seriously detrimental to his
business and the interests of bis clients; and he has therefore prayed
that the Law Society may be authorized te admit him to practice as a

dient te grant hie prayer: Therefore, Her Majesty, by and with the
advice and consent of the Legislative Council and Assembly of Canada,
enacts as followe:
